Though humanity has always been subject
to ills and accidents, and has locked for at
tention, sympathy and alleviation from those
members nearest and more fortunate, the
pyn!'e.usiun of nursing is a comparativ ly new
one: it is opnly in recent years that it has
bocome a science, attracting to its pursuit
that admirable combination of clear and in
telligent head, kind and sympathetic heart,
healthy and wholesome body.
1t was with no ordinary interest that we
witnessed the five young ladies, irreproach-
able in the tastetul blue and white uniform ot
the training school of St. Michael's Hospital,
receiving,after their two years’ severe course,
the well-carned diploma and medal, The
interest, too, was almost personal who knows
when sickness may come - and sympathetic
too, for these we may still say, pionears in
the ||rnfos.4iuu of nursing: fur,xm\ee(l‘tlwre yet
lies before the professional nurse much that
is disagreeable to contend against as well as
unceasing effort to raise and maintain the dig
nity of this still recent profession. We real
ize that education, technical training and
ability will not bring success unless the in-
dividual possess and cultivate tact. Tactful
ness will mean more than all the knowledge
and skill the nurse has striven so earnestly to
attain.

Time goes fast when duties are many and
absorbing. The two years we have spent in
St. Michael's hospital have been short beyond
balief : the only months that held long days
were the two months prolonged by the anx
iety of the probationer.

As graduates from St. Michael's training
sehool for nurses, certain privileges have
beon ours which will color onr lives in the
future even as the sunshine colors natare.
Wao feel that we cannot be sufliciently grate-
ful that our training has been acquired in a
hospital conducted by Raligious, The Ilabit
of the Sisters of St. Joseph has been familiar
to us from babyhood. We have learned to
love, to respect and to trust its wearers.
When the round of exacting duties in hospi-
tal life had worn off the romance with which
we, in our inexperience, enveloped the pro-
fossion of nursing, and we felt sick and
weary at heart, as well as tired in body and
mind, it was natural and comforting to have
the beloved Hahit near,and to meet unfailing
sympathy and encouragement.

A frue Mother we have found in Mother
Superiyr,  With the many claims upon her
time and attention, with the multiplicity of
her duties and cares, she has yet taken no
ordinary interest in the progress and welfare
of each one of us,  We hope that the grati
tude towards her that fillsour hearts to night
may find some means of expression when we
ctising the profession obtained under
her guardianship.

It has been our pleasure to witness the

There yet remains for us to express our
appreciation of the careful supervision and
watchful interest in our career muqnisn'ed
by our head nurse Miss Doyle, She has
been the medium to convert the visionary
tarrors of the class room into interesting and
absorbing realities. She has made theory
keep pace with practice, and has seen that
recreation and due relaxation attended upon
industry.

Let }us acknowledge here that the
whole tendency of our trainibg has been to
discipline us inty strong, self reliant, self-
contained women, We came here as chil-
dren, impatient of restraint, chafing under
correction, restless under direction, hasty in
judgment and subject to impulse. As we
have studied to become capa ble nurses, we
have striven to acqguire that control of our

minds and hearts, our wills and desires,
necessary to ensure A proper use of that
authority which the relationship of nurse to
patient embraces, while we have learned to
value the strict obedience, the m'cur:ne.'gnll
intelligent carrying out of directions which
malkes the competent trained nurse invalu
able.

As we say good-bye to the class that comes
after us, with the wisdom of elders we advise
them that every detail of life here is serving
to build up the character of the Ideal Nurse :
and the Ideal Nurse—what is she but the
Ideal Woman with some practical knowl-
edge of nursing.

"Phis is but the second oecasion upon which
a class has graduated from St Michael's
Training School, The training school was
opened n September, 1802: the first gradu
ation took place in Dacember, 1894, with four
graduates, The hospital has grown, the
stafl has inereased, the patients have multi-
plied, and there are more nurses, May the
usefulness of the hospital keep on mnereasing,
and the honor and good name of the institu
tion be as dear to succeeding graduates as it
is to the class of 1807 !

The ceremonies wera closed by an address
from His Grace the Archbishop, who spoke
of the nurse as the complement of the doctor
who reminded the graduates how their profes
sion was ennobled by .our Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ, whoseé love and compassim
went out yearningly to tha sick and helpless.
He spoke of the resp meibility that must be
theirs in their position, and W arned
them to hold as a sacred trust, as a matter of
conscience, whatever contidences might be-
come theirs in the practice of their profes-
sion, At the close oi the proceedings the
friends of the institution and of the graduates
partook of the geuerous hospitality of the
authorities of St. Michael’s Hosital.

The school is now in ap ssition to do
even better work than before, and it 13 confid
ently expected that it will continue to advance,
as the teachers are faithful and zealous.

St. Thomas School,—Four tiachers. 113
pupils, boys and girls. This school continues
to hold a very creditable positior, and there are
good prospects that it will continue to improve

St. Patrick's School — Five teachers, 17
pupils, boys and girls. Ingeneralthe answer
ing in the several classes showed that the
foundations are here well laid by capable, earn-
est teachers.

St. Lawrence's School — Six teachers. 266
pupils. boys and girls. The general tone of the
gohool is very satistactory, and the examina
tion showed that a substantial improvement
had been mane during the year.

Nt Ann's School (formerlv the old Bighop s
palace) — Foar teachers, 150 pupils. all girls.
Organization and discipline. highly sausiac
tory. The accommodations are much better
than would be expected in the case of a resi
dence converted into a school house. The
standing of the classes is in general hiehly
creditable, and there seems to be every likell
hond that this school will continue to & lvance.

Sacped Heart School—Six teachers, 136 girls.
Organization on proper lines, discipline excel-
lent. Witha smali but efficient stafi the course
of study for High hools up to Junior lLeav
ing [2nd class| is ery successfully undertaken,
as snown by the examination results. InJune
last out of 13 pupils writing for Form 1 and
Junior ving. 11 passed a most creditable
record Theanswering atmy ins tion fully
confirmed this high standing of the school as
ghown by these examination results.

St. Mary's School— ght teachers hoys
Organization good, discipline highly satisfac
tory. Since my visit last year a very great
change has been made in the organizationof this
achool. first by having it solely for boys
next by having all classes in charge ot th
ters. Thus far, atleast, the results have fully
justified the making of such a change, for im
provement i3 evident in the order, attention and
general tone of the classes. It is confidently
expected that under the capable stafl in charge
ot the school will continue to make substantial
progressfrom year to year.

Nt Joseph yehool.,—One teacher, 41 orphan
girls. The workot these classes i8 progressing
very satisfactorily under au earnest ard ener-
getic teacher.

Hethen nndertoolk a mission to Europe
and visited the Normal or Teachers’ Training
Tustitutions in Kngland, [reland, France and
Belgium. During this visit he founded six
(_.'hl‘l\’l'_zlll Brothers' S *hools in England. receiv
ing afirst class diploma fiom the educational
authorities there. He was at a later period the
official representative of his institution at the
Health kxposition of London. This appsint
ment was made at the reguest of the late Cardi
nal Manning, to whom Brother Noah had been
presented ou his earlier visit, and who thought
highly of his work.

Amoug Brother Noah’s
other writings may bz mentioned the * Lite
and Works of the Blessed J. B. e la Sille,
the founder of the institution with which he
was 80 long and usafully connected. Brother
Noah delivered a large number of lectureson
education, lerature and sauitation, some of
which have been published. He also trans
lated some of De la Salle’'s writitigs and other
works from the French and edited a series of
readers which gave inuch satisfaction. Broth-
er Noah was a master of arts (in course of Ot
tawa University,—Montreal Gazette, Fev.
