I incline to be what some mildly call * fanati-
cal” this morning. ~ Tubaceo, I confess, is my
favorite aversion. In making a little attack upoo
the enemy, permit me to imitate the strategy of
our military commanders and throw out first o
skirmish line of objections. The use, of tobacco
is offensive to otbers. Many people dislike the
smoke ; and yet the smoker poisons the sir
around him, and carries an il odor into every
place where he goes. His very garments testify
against him ; nor can he slience their accusing
voice, unless he revives the Levitical dispensa-
tion, and is content, after each indulgence, to]
« wash his clothes, and be unclean until the
even.”

The borrors of chewing, as usually practiced,
are too great to make description either needful
or agrecable. Why can we not have cars on
our city railroads, and elsewhere, set spart for
the chewers of tobsoco P We are daily inform-
ed, or at least we used to be informed, of the
places where * coloured people” were * allowed.”
Why not give us a hint of the place where the
spitting of tobaces juice is to be tolerated P
We sometimes sit within saliva-shot of men,
whose puddles and disgorged masses of tobacco
are nauseous in the eyes of every one but them-
selvee. Why not appropriate & car to their use,
as in the case of the African P

The expense, too, in these days of taxes and
bigh prices, may not be altogether unworthy of
attention. If a smoker uses but four cigars a
day, and pays only ten cents each for- them, he
will probably boast of economy as one of his
chief virtues. Yet if any one will consult Jay
Cook’s advertisements, he will and that two
thousand dollars, invested in United States
bonds, will just suffice to meet the expence of
tbis fumigation. Consequently a yeung man
who has inkerited or accumulated two thousand
dollars, and who smokes at the rate specified,
must coasider his tobacco liabilities equal to his
assets, and deem himself financially just where
be would be were he to lose all his money and
escape from his evil habit. The man who re-
forms, does that which is equivalent to an addi-
tion of two thousand dollars to his capital. The
man who has the babit, without any capital at
sll, ought to consider bis daily esrnings mort-
gaged in the sum named, for an installment of
the interest of which his appetite ducs him every
day. Perbaps the reader will reply; carelessly,
“ Oh, well, I can afford it.” Can any follower
of Christ *afford” to use his Lord’s money
thus P

But my main objection to the use of tobacco
is, that it is a powerful drug, which lays body
and soul under its spell. Few of the smukers
themselves dream of thé strength of the spell.
Tobaceo is classed among sedatives, and its pri-
mary effect is to lessen nervous excitability and
the force of the circulatton, It takes right hold
of the heart and there makes itselt feit. Let a
man sit down quietly to smoke, and in few mi-
nutes his pulse will show the power of the drug,
{ the heart beating with less force, but greater
[ frequency. A clerical friend, who good natured-
ly suff:red me to feel his wrist from time to time,
as he sat pufllog his cigar after dinner, was star-
tled when I told him that while his heart was
;bnting with less force than before, the pulse
! had risen fron 74 to 88 in the space of fifteen
minutes. I am happy to be able to add that the
convictions then implanted restlted in his entire
reform. Another clerical friend’s pulse rose
more that 20 in half an bour, under the influ-
‘ ence of a clay pipe charged with smoking tobac-
!co. These things I know to be facts; and it
{ seems to me that, to users of the drug, they are
fnpp-lling facts.

« I am careful not to provoke colts to do
wrong ! When I see them in a disposition to
kick, or any otber thing that I do not like them
to do, I am caréful to avoid everything that will
have a tendency to induce them to do the thing
that I wish to correct in them. 1f colts are afraid
of baving st ;lhin‘ hit their heels, I have a s0-
vereign way of curing them, by means of alea-
thern bow, made of a piece of trace, just loog
enough to go arou
with a hole in each
iron bolt with a thumb-not ;
trace-chain, which is put aroun
legs. The other end is then hftched to a post
in the fence, or to some other place that they
cannot go around, and thus wind up the chain.
I then leave them to kick and pull as they will,
till they get tired of it. Then, if I think they
are not effzctually cured. I uchitch the chain
from the post, and let they run aod kick as long
as they will. This is generally enough ; bu% I
have had some that did not yicld to this train-
ing. In that case, 1 tie a whifflztree to the traces
of the harness, having them jus: long enough so
that it will hit their heels at every atep. I have
bad them run and kick till ticy would throw
themselves ; but they soon will give up. But I
let them wear the whiffletree for bours, and per-
haps a dsy, before remaying it from them. This
has always proved an effectual cure against their
unwillingness to have anything hittiog their
heels. I am careful to select a good field, free
from anythiog that would be likely to injure
them in their running. [ have practiced this
method for a number of years on macy colts,
and some older horses, and have never had one
burt himself. 1 have found it a perfect cure, 0
that in after-lite, in the ordicary use of the
horse, be will never kick when anything comes

| suddenly against his heels. It tames him, cools

him, mskes him more gentle and much more
obedient. In all this I treat him in the most
gentle and kind manner, with no scolding, but
talking kindly to him.

After they are halter-broken, I make them
think I am their friend by patting, rubbing them,
and playing round them, uotil they seem not in
the least fear of being hurt by me. I then put
the harness on them, letiing the traces dangle
around their legs, and let them walk around in
a yard, loosely as they will, till they get accus-
tomed to it ; then I put a headstall on them,
with a check-rain, which is hitched up to the
check-hook, so as to have them hold their head
about as high as I wish them to carry it when
travelling in the harness. This is all the bitting
I make use of. Ia this dress I lead or drive
them around for an hour or so, as I think they
can bear it.

DANGER OF BITTING COLTS.

# Within the last twenty years I have seen
three very fine colts killed by bitting them in the
old way, by drawiog their heads back within a
fow inches of their breast, which is a most inhu-
man and unmerciful way. Itisas unphilosophi-
oal, also, as it is abusive, as it does no good,
but endangers the animal’s life. For in this
condition colts become enraged, and rave and
paw, then run about and jam themselves against
the fence or trees to rid themselves of this pain-
ful condition, all to no purpose ; and, as their
madness increases, in their raviogs to rid them-
selves of this most unmerciful situation, they
throw themselves upon the grourd in various
ways by rearing and plunging, till at last they
rear and fall straight over backward ; and if the
ground is bard, or a stone happens to be where
they fall, so that the back of the head hits it
the neck is broken, sud that is the result of this
wicked way of bitting a colt.”

If any think that bitting colts is not & verita-
ble relic of barbarism, let them put a gag-bit in
their own mouth, and have their heads drawn
back and their chins down as far as practicable,
for one or two hours ; and if they are not cured
most effectually of their notions about bitting
colts, we will bear the reproach of a false pro-
phet.” If colts do not carry their heads suffici-
ently high, the check-rain should be shortened
gradually, when the colt is driven ; and his head
should be reined up for only a short period at
once. Some colts will always carry their heads
high, while others carry them low ; and the form
of the neck is such that they can never be made
to carry a high bead. '

Alcoholic Medication.

Dr. W. T. Gardener, Professor in the Uni-
versity of Glasgow, thus speaks of his observa-
tions made during 110 cases of typhus :—* One
stipulation I must make with those who" desire
to follow out the inquiry with the view of testing
the normal mode of crisis in typhus fever. It is
that as many cases as possible should be left to
their natural course, unaffected by either drugs
or stimulants. The babitual exhibition of drugs
and stimulants has a great tendency to mask the
disease, to disturb or retard the crisis, and to
increase the mortality. This is an opinion form-
' ed after a most careful cbservation of particular
{ casen in detail over many years. I venture to
put it forward as a law, that in larger propor-
tion of cases, typhus fever, left to its natural
course, and treated with abuncant milk diet, and
without drugs or stimulaots, will have its natur-
sl crisis before the twelfth day.

Look out for dogs. The best washing is done
by washing some of the greasiest fleeces which
are not very dirty in tubs, so that the water be-
comes quite soapy (they should first be wet so0
as to soak the fleece some time before washing).
In this water other sheep may be washed, and
slmost the whole of the grease removed with
comparative ease, the flecce being subsequently
rinsed clesa in pure water. This system of
washing sheep affords a considerable quantity of
very valuable manure in the water used, which
may be applied by watering carts, or by being
distributed upon the grass or other crops, by the
pailfal.

P‘ul and oats may be sown together any time
daring this month, using, on soil well prepared
by repeated harrowings at intervals of several
days to' kill weeds, about two bushels of each
seed mixed and drilled in deep ; or drill in the
peas three inches deep, and sow the oats broad-
cast, and barrow them in the same way the drills
