Many who are still Lard workers
are much older thun he was, but in bis case
the previous hardships of earlier labors and
privations supplied the wcar and tear,
which, like old age, bring on decay. The
three different attacks of paralysis withio
few years past, possibly caused by the burn-
ing of his Church and Presbytery in Sep-
tember, 1883, were doubtless the immediate
cause of his death—the third and final at-
tack occurring on last Sunday eveniug, since
which he has been slowly dying though con-
scious up to his last breath.
