The Temiscouata to Moncton, via the 
Boiestown or Doaktown Route.

Among the multiplied railway projects 
east and west is that of the Teraiscouta 
Railway Company to extend their line 
from its piesent terminus at Eimunston 
to Moncton. As is well known their ex­
isting line connects the Sl Lawrence 
valley at Riviere du Loup with ihe head 
of the St. John river valL-y at Ed- 
munston. The proposed extension 
would descend the St. John valley to 
Grand Falls, thence diverging across the 
Tobique river some 25 miles from its 
mouth, thence on to Boiestown on the 
Miramichi and thence across the high­
lands to Berry’s Mills or Moncton. A 
glance at the map will show that this 
route would considerably shorten the 
distance by rail between Halifax and 
Quebec, the piesent terminals of the 
Intercolonial system. What is of equal 
impôt tance is the fact that it would open 
up a vast interior country now iuacceesi- 

i ble by rail, and much of it possessing 
valuable lesouicea iu lumber. It would 
greatly increase the importance of 
Moncton by giving to that town a short 
cut to the upper valleys of both the 
Miramichi and the St. John. The pro­
jected extension would also either inter­
sect, or pass so near the western part of 
Kent County, to be of value in giving 
access to and opening up that region, 
which in no other way has any near 
prospect of railway advantages.

There is little doubt that this line 
must some day be built, and when con­
structed it would render our system cf 
trunk lines in New Bt unswick fairly 
complete. So many demands are being 
mace upon the federal treasury for rail­
way extensions in the central provincee, 
the North West and British Columbia 
that it is pleasant to find a New Bruns­
wick project of so much merit entering 
the competition.—Richibucto Review.

UNDERMINED BY WATER.

Disaster to a Viaduct in Cincinnati.
Cincinnati, March 4.—At a late hour 

last night 200 feet of the west end of the 
immense Eighth street viaduct gave way 
and crashed into Mill creek.

WEYLER TO RESIGN.

Incensed That the Crown Should 
Interfere with His Policy Re­

garding Prisoners.

New York, March 1.—The 1 Herald’s’ 
correspondent in Havana send the fol­
lowing from Tampa : 11 am informed
on the highest authority that General 
Weyler has forwarded his resignation to 
the Spanish Government at Madrid. The 
Captain-General will leave the island as 
soon as possible, probably iu about three 
weeks. Tnis decisive step General Wey­
ler determined to lake as soon as he 
heard of the release of Julio Sanguilly.

ANNUAL LICENSE.

Chicago, Match 2.—The city council 
by a unanimous vote has passe! an 
ordinance t squiring every dealer in 
cigarettes in Chicago to pay an annual 
license of $100, to the city treasury. 
The number of packages sent to Chicago 
annually approximates 20.000,000. A 
small dealer must sell 20,000 packages 
before be can earn what he has paid out 
for his license. The down town dealers 
in the paper stocks say they will not feel 
the expense of the license, but in the 
suburb» the effect of the ordinance will 
be practically to prohibit the sale, 
Mayor Swift will sign the ordinance 
which goes into effect immediately.

MONCTON.

Mr. Blair’s Axe has Fallen With a
Vengeance in the I. C. R. Shops.

Moncton, Feb. 28.—The axe has fall­
en in the I. C. R. shops. About fifty 
grits clamoring for jobs have been 
taken in since the change ol government, 
and to-day about sixty-five men employ­
ed in the different departments received 
notice that their services would not be 
required alter March 9th. After every 
man known to be a conservative in hi» 
leanings has been discharged, including 
some members oi the association of car 
workers, notwithstanding Mr. Blair’s 
pledge to the dominion executive at 
Ottawa. Amopg those fired is one man 
who entered the service as a boy and lias 
been steadily employed for twenty-four 
years. The discharge is generally con­
demned.—Sun.

RETALIATORY MEASURES.

Windsor, Ont., Feb. 23.—A special 
meeting of the city council adopted by 
unanimous consent a by-law prohibiting 
the employment by any contractor on 
public works of any workman unless he 
has resided in AVindsor for six months 
continuously previous to his employ 
ment. Any violations of this by-law 
are to be followed by a penalty of $100. 
It is a measure retaliatory to the Corliss 
bill.

A committee was appointed to draft a 
memorial to the governor general aud 
dominion caSuet requesting them to 
immediately pass an act providing 
against the employment of alien artizans 
and mechanics in Canada. Another 
method of retaliation that will be urged 
upon the doromio^ parliament at the 
approaching session, is an order requir 
ing the Ferry company, whose boats ply 
between AVindsor and Detroit, to register 
half its boats in Canada and to employ 
on such boats only Canadian crews. At 
present neatly every man employed on 
these ferries is an American citizen.

The question was 
whether the company’s affairs should 
be wound up, or its capital stock re­
duced. If the stock was reduced he 
understood Senator Cox of Ontario 
and other wealthy men were willing 
to come to the rescue of the company. 
The proposed legislation was in the 
interest of stock holders aud he 
thought all rules should be suspend­
ed.

Mr. Shaw said he was a stock­
holder in the company. He had got 
enough of tire insurance company stock 
aad be doubled the wisdom of rescinding 
the rule referred to.

Mr. Emmersou said the proposed 
hill was in the interests of the stock­
holders.

Mr. Shaw withdrew his objections 
and the motion was carried unani­
mously.
