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BEWARE THE DECEIVER!
The loud-mouthed ph^fceelsm of the 

Toronto News is so well known and its 
object is so manifest that much.of its 
raving is permitted to pass without 
comment by its Literal contemporaries, 
who are perhaps inclined to trust to 
the perspicacity of the public to prevent 
the success of its attempts at decep­
tion. But it is doubtful if this is wise.

We have no notion that this well- 
deserved rebuke will have any reforma- : 

How coijld 
it? That paper lives to fight against 
the Liberals and to misrepree«mt ami j 
injure them by every means in its pow j 
er, at the same time that it defends and 
apologizes for Tory shortcomings. It ! 
wears the cloak and mask of “independ 
cnee” to enable it the more effectively i 
to do this work. Rut while exposure 
may not lead to reform of the organ, it 
will not be without its influence in pre : 
venting the public from being deceived 
and betrayed to its hurt.

“don t vas habby”—at least, generally 
not. Petitions signed by hundreds of 
thousands of Frenchmen have been ask­
ing for great improvements, on begging 
that the telephone system be turned over 
to private management. In the German 
cities the inefficiency of the telephone 
system has become a byword. Even in 
Berlin the service is so poor that fore­
igners visiting the capital express as-

ailmenfc. Even when it does not prove 
fatal, as it often does, it is apt to leave 
very unpleasant after effects.

Uncle Sam has found places for 3,000 
office-seekers. It will take that many 
for the work of the coming census, in 
addition to the 600 already employed in 
that department. The salaries will 
range from $600 to $2,000.

Fair Accommodations.

Writing about the Toronto Exhibi­
tion in “The Weekly Fruit Grower,” I 
Free Lance, after enimmerating the 
many splendid features of the great 
fair, says :

But this galaxy of gpotHhiregB pro­
vided by the Toronto people is great­
ly marred to us by three drawbacks. I 
The first is that there is only one I 
entrance and exit from the grounds, i 
and that consequently all the street I 
cars have to he bunched in one 
place which causes great inconveni­
ence at the hours when the public arc 
rushing in, and much greater inco.ii- > 
vcnience when they arc rushing out.

The second is that it is nearly im­
possible to get a moderately decent 
meal anywhere in the grounds.

The third is the extraordinary hard­
ships to he encountered on the way

The matter of street car accommo­
dation at the fair grounds is some­
thing that every person who has ever 
waited to see an evening performance 
through has had to complain of. As 
tilings are at present all the load­
ing must be done on one track and 
only one cor can be filled at a time. 
The street railway company seems to 
provide an abundance of cars, but af­
ter the close of a long and perhaps 
a hot day at the great fair it jars 
one’s nerves to have to push and 
scrabble for an hour in an effort to 
reach the spot where the one car can 
be filled. The matter; of meals on the 
grounds is certainly another thing 
that the fair directors should improve.
