the purpose of breaking down and de­
stroying the government of which he 
was a supporter. If further evidence of 
ths position of that hon. gentleman is 
re mired, it is to be found in his attempt 
at obstruction to-day by attacking the 

^governmdnt of which—Dr. Sproule rose 
to a point of order. The hon. gentle­
man bad no right tocbarge him with 
obstruction. He had simply done hie 
duty. The deputy speaker ruled the. 
word obstruction out of. the order. 
Mr. McNeil—Is there any member of 
this bouse who is above roles ol the 
house. (Liberal Cheers). Sir Charles 
Tupper withdrew the word obstruction, 
as applied to Dr. Spronla Continuing, 
he said that notwithstanding the with­

Were they going to be responsible for 
the defeat of a measure which a sub 
Btantial majority in the house had de 
dared in favor of ?
