RETURN FROM HUDSON
BAY TO;WINNIPEG CITY

Treaty Party and Party of R.IN.W.M.
P. and Bishop of Keewatin Reach
Civilization After Summer in
Northland—Inspector Pelletier Re-
turns From York Factory.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 20.—After
travelling 2,275 miles, mostly through
district of Keewatin on creeks, rivers,
lakes, and ocean by canoe, launch.
steamer, and York boat, paying out
7,000 in treaty annuities to the Cross
Lake, Split Lake, and Nelson House
band of Cree Indians and arranging
for the Chipewyan Indians at Fort
Churchill and the ¢Cree Indians at
York Factory to come into treaty No.
5 next year, W. J. McLean a paying
officer in No. 5, Dr. Viector Winkler,
and Allan Holmes, returned to Win-
nipeg on Saturday night . The trip
oocupied three months and several
days inecluding a delay of fourteea
days at Norway House waiting for a
steamer for Selkirk, and was ac-
complished without serious: accident
in the following stages: Winnipeg to
Warren’s Landing by steamer Wol-
verine, from Selkirk 326 miles; War-
rens Landing to Norway House, by
Canoe 256 miles; Norway House to
Cross Lake by canoe 70 miles; Cross
Lake to Split Lake by canoe, 165
miles; Split Lake to Nelson House
and return by canoe on Burntwood
river 370 miles; Split Lake to York
Factory on Nelson .iver by canoe 200
miles; York Factory to Churchill and
return on Hudson Bay by York boat
370 miles; York Factory to Oxford
House by canoe 180 miles; Norway
House to Winnipeg®by launch ani
steamer 359.

Navigating Hudson Bay.

Mr. McLean and his party had their
most trying and yet most interest-
ing experiences on the trip from York
Factory to Churchill and return, dur-
ing which the dangers and hardships
of navigating the Hudson Bay in an
open boat were brought home to the
travellers in a convincing manner.
The voyage was made in a York boat.
The trip along the coast is invariably
framght with considerable exposure
and always with danger. At many
points along the "barren shore  the
tide recedes from one to four miles
from the high water mark and it s
very difficult to reach the shore for
camping at night. Added to this is
the difficulty of finding shelter; there
being few places along the coast to
afford spots of refuge in times of
storm. It took the party nine adys
to reach Churchill from York Fac-
tory, while the return trip occupied
six days.

Other Parties Return.

After being stationed for three years
at the police barracks at Fullerton on
the Hudson Bay, where there is an
Eskimo settlement to which ‘white
men seldom find their way, Charles
R. MacMillan and Hugh C. McDiar-
mid, members of wne R.N.W.M.P.
force ,arrived in Winnipeg on Satur-
day night having travelled 1,400 miles
by whaleboat; eanoe, and steamer
from that northern point to the city.

At Norway House,
Split Lake, York Factory and Chur-
chill, the Anglican Church has mis-
sions in operation and it was to in-
spect these that the bishop made the
journey. Accompanying him to
Churchill was Mr. Petter, who is re-
lieving Rev. C. Sevier, the mission-
ary at that point for a year.
