Lord Chief Justice Coleridge,
1887:—

“These (our land. laws) might be
for the general advantage; and if they
could be shown to be so, by all means
they should be maintained; but if noft,
does any man, witi"What he is pleased
to call his mind, deny that a state of
law under which such mischief could
exist, under which the country itself,
would exist, not for its people, but a
mere handful of them, ought to be in-
stantly and absolutely set aside?”

Rt. Hon. W. E. Gladstone:—“These
persons who possess large portions of
the earth’s space are not altogether
in the same p#sitién as possessors of
mere personality. Personality does
not impose limitations on .the action
and industry of man and the well-
being of the community as possession
of land does, and therefore I freely
own that compulsory expropriation is
a thing which is admissable and ¢ven
sound in principle.”

The principle which these eminent
‘men teach is that the priviléges and
claims,  even the rights of the few,
must give way to the needs of the
many and the welfare of the whole.

The method which Socialism would
probably use would b a “Compulsory
Purchase Act,” to compel landowners
to sell their land at a fair price to’'the
nation when and wherever. the public
convenience required it. The New-
foundland Government does this .in
taking land through which the Rail-
way passes, and by a further Act.this
year is able to acquire land for Pubiic
Buildings. And Socialism go¢s far-
ther in that when people are oppress-
ed by extortionate rents it will com-
pel the landlord to sell; if private
property does not hinder the prosper-
ity, the comfort and the liberties of
the people, there will be no necessity
for the application of the Act. Those
who wish to study this suhject in its
fullness read Henry George's “‘Pro-
gress and Poverty.”
