BRITISH SECRETARY TO LEAGUE.
PARIS, April 28.

The revised covenant of the League 
of Nations was adopted by the plen­
ary session of the Peace Conference 
this afternoon without division and 
without amendment. The Covenant 
had been moved by President Wilson. 
In his speech explaining the revised 
covenant of the League of Nations, 
the President saidx that Sir Eric 
Drummond, of Great Britain, had 
been named as the first Secretary- 
General of the League. Sir Eric 
James Drummond lias been Private 
Secretary to A. J. Balfour, the British 
Foreign Secretary, since December, 
1916. Previously he had served Sir 
Edward (now Viscount) Grey in the 
same capacity while Sir Edward was 
Foreign Secretary. From March, 
1912, to June, 1915, K» #as Pi+rote 
Secretary to Herbert H. Asquith, then 
the British Premier.

suggestions of the Board of Trade re­
garding scientific investigation, lie 
pointed out that it the country was to 
undertake any reconstruction it 
should be in connection with the de­
velopment and cure of our fishery.

Mr. J. G. Stone (Minister of Mar­
ine and Fisheries, Trinity), made a 
bold and strong speech on the entire 
fishery question, condemning political 
interference with the fishery laws, 
and asserting that his recommenda­
tions had not received any considera­
tion from the Government. He also 
dealt with the work of his Depart* 
ment since he took charge almost two 
years ago, eulogizing» the work of the 
late Minister, Mr. A. W. Piccott. He 
first touched on the cure of flsll, côn- 
demning it root and branch; it was 
obsolete and would, if persisted in, 
bring ruin to our great industry. He 
urged the necessity of appointing a
scientific man to educate the fisher- , 
men in curing our staple article. He Commissioner of Pensions

medicinal purposes. The herring mar­
ket was in a bad way to-day, largely, 
through our own fault To his know­
ledge the District of Twillingate had 
lost a quarter of a million dollars this 
past winter owing to certain In­
dividuals boosting the prices to a pro­
hibitive figure, and driving the buy­
ers away. As far as his department 
was concerned there was too much 
politics mixed up with the conducting 
of it. to be a real benefit to the coun­
try. He saw a great future for the 
herring industry if it were properly 
looked after. He told of the troubles 
with the Inspectors, several of whom 
were dismissed, and of the had pack­
ing by dealers, from whom fines had 
been collected. During the past two 
years the industry had grown to the 
value of $2,000,000, and he believed it i 
could easily reach $5,000,000. The 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries held 
the closest attention of the House 
during the delivery of his address.
, Mr. A W. Plccott (Hr. Grace), en­
dorsed the remarks of Mr. Stone, 
thanking him for his kindly refer­
ences to himself. , >

He could sympathize with him in 
his troubles with the Government, as 
he had passed through the same thing 
himself. Party politics played altoge­
ther too important a part in the runn­
ing of the Department over which he 
and Mr. Stone had to preside, and un­
til eliminated from its conduct, it will 
not be successfully run.

dersell us. He condemned the cure 
and cull of fish in no uncertain way 
and said that our fathers in curing 
fish forty years ago knew more about 
it than we did now. People curing 
fish had to be taught that they were 
curing food, and not an article of com­
merce. That was our great trouble, 
the fishermen forget that the fish they 
are curing are to be used for human 
consumption.

Reference to the Florizel disaster 
and the need for a tug and other safe­
guards around the coast, was also 
made.

Mr. Currie asked the Minister of 
Marine & Fisheries to have the dredge 
sent to St Lawrence, where her ser­
vices were badly needed. The Minister 
promised to have her sent there on 
her way from Grand Bank, where she 
was going to do ritecessary work.

Mr. Walsh also asked that consid­
eration be given his district, as he had 
been asking for the dredge for some 
years, and Mr. Stone promised to do j 
his best in the matter.
