most gifted sons, and the crown
of a loyal subject. Before the eart

covers all that remains of Thomas D.
MoGee, let us draw a brief sketch of
his somewhat chequered career.

Mr. McGee was the second son of
the late James McGee, of Wexford)
Yreland, and was born at Carlingford |
in the county of Louth, on the 13th
of April, 1825, so that had he lived a
few days longer he would have been|
forty-three years ot age. His mother,
whose maiden name was Dorcas Mor.
gan—a woman of fine sensibilities and
poetic feelings—was early removed
from him by death, but he ever enter-
tained for her feelings of tender and|
enthusiastic admiration. When only
seventeen years of age, Mr McGed
left Ireland for the United States, and
took up his abode in Boston. Here]
1 the New England eapital, and in
the very heart of the literary and sei
entific world of America, he acquired
and fostered these tastes for literary|
pursuits and studies which, in afte
years, so delighted all who heard him.
He also at this time made his mark as
a public speaker—in which vocation
he was by-and-bye to earn his proud-
est laurels. He remained in Boston
#ill 1845, when he returned to Dublin,|
having received a handsome offer from
the proprietors of the Freeman’s Jowr-
mal, ip congequence of an article of his
which had appeared in a Boston news|
paper, which attracted the attention
of Daniel O'Connell. Thus commen-
«ced his connection with the press, and|
thus was he led to participate in the
Irish polities of the eventful years|

which then began and ended in thef

foolish and short-lived rising of 1848,
Ardent by temperament and enthusi-
astic by disposition, it was impossibl¢
for Mr McGee to keep within the
bounds of moral force which O'Con
nell had prescribed. He became one,
of the leading spirits of the *“ Young
Ireland” party, and hurried on an in
oipient revolution which could not be|
expected to end in any other way than
it did—total disaster to all concerned.
‘While some of the leaders were sent
into penal exile, McGee along with
others found safety in voluntary ex
patriation.

On Mr. McGee's return to the
States, and between 1848 and 1857, he
st different times published *‘ The)
New York Nation,” and *“ The Ame;
joan Celt.” During this period he
was violently and, from the force o
gecent discipline; bitterly ‘hostile t
@reat Britain. But it seems that
time and the opportunity for close
observation,) in addition to his more
matured judgment, produced a grea
ehange on his mind. * His fierce ange:
towards Great Britain gradually dis
appeared as hé'had more opportunitie
of comparing the British and Ameri-
ean systems of government, and the
eondition of his countrymen unde
both. So much effect had this com.
parison on his mind that he determin
ed to remove to Canada, which he did
in the early part of 1857,

Previous to this time his occupa
tions were professedly those of an au
thor and lecturer, and only acciden-|
aily those of a politician. But scarce
1y had he settled in Montreal when he|
plunged into the vortex of Canadian)

. -politics. * He started the *“ New Era’!
b #here, which lived till at the genera)
i@'ection in 1858 he was returned

Mr. McGee was never in the prope:

e possess in any great degree thosc
jualities which make a laboriou
and efficient -executive officer.- H

as always very sucocessful as a de
bater, but he ‘never could tolerate
those niee distinotions.and quibblei
whioch men of smaller minds delight
to indulge in. But give-him a subjeot
which intimately coneerned the hap-
piness or prosperity of the ‘people, o1
which involved the future destinyo
our country, and he treated it with a
brecadth and catholfcity of spirit,
united with cogent arguments and
elicity of language which carried con
viction to every mind. He was always
great when he was dealing with great

Juestions, and though a man of strong|
onvictions yet he was most toleran

nd forbearing to a sincere and honor
able opponent, though he sometimes
lashed with merciless severity those
with whom he was at open warfare,
In his later years he amply atoned
for the harsh language of his youth
and the full and ample confession of
his errors is the best indication of hi
sincerity. He was not only a states
man and an orator-—as a lecturer hel
was possessed of no ordinary gifts, and
hs an author he has taken a respectablel
place in the long list of literary celeb
rities. His range of subjects asa lec-
turer was very extensive, and his
power of analysis, his beauty of lan-
guage, his nice discrimination, his

enial humour, and above all his sym
pathy with genius and talent in what-|

ver sphere of life the  possessor of

these were found, gave a charm t
his lectures which none but those whol
heard them can appreciate.

If there is one question more than
another with which Mr McGee hag
identified his name, that question wag
the union of all the Provinces, and as
connected with, and inseparable from
it. the question of national defence, of
the Intercolonial Railway, and of free]
Intercolonial trade. He desired, by
