OUT FOR NEW MEMBERS AUDIENCES WERE SMALLI —The Anglican Churches at Blyth 
and Belgrave will be reopened on Oct.

11. The death of Mr. Andrew McCormick, 
although not unexpected, will be heard 
of with deep regret by every citizen of 
London and this district. He passed 
away yesterday at the family residence, 
after a lingering illness of almost half 
a years’ duration. Mr. McCormick was 
one of London’s oldest native-born re­
sidents, and his long life was marked 
by faithful service to the city of his 
birth.

The late Mr. McCormick, who was 
founder of the firm of A. McCormick & 
Sons, grocers, Richmond street, was a 
member of one of the oldest families of 
early London. His father, the late An­
drew McCormick, came to Canada in 
the thirties, from Donaghadee, county 
Down, Ireland. The deceased was born 
in 1835 in one of the first houses ever 
built in the city, on York street, near 
Ridout street. He received his educa­
tion at the grammar schools, and after 
learning the trade of shoemaking, em­
barked in the grocery business because 
of impaired health.

In municipal matters Mr. McCormick 
has been prominent, having served in 
the most important offices. His public 
career began in 1864, when he was 
elected councilman for the fourth ward 
In 1866 he was elected alderman for the 
fourth ward by acclamation. Then in 
1873 he became mayor, and under his 
administration many important meas­
ures were carried out. The volunteer 
fire department in that year became a 
paid body, the London, Huron and 
Bruce Railway was given its subsidy 
by the city, and the whole debt of 
the city adjusted. Mr. McCormick was 
largely instrumental in the carrying 
but of these matters.
