GETS INTO WINNIPEG AT LAST,

Hour—The Delayed Colonists—How

The Boom.
(From our Special Correspondent.)

[On Wednesday, April 19, a special cor-
respondent of The World left Toronto by
the Grand Trunk with the Primitive Meth-
odist colonists. The Grand Trunk put
them through in good style till 8t Paul
was reached when the rising waters struck
them and prevented further progress. Our
correspondent has already described the
situation up to that point. His last Jetter
closed with the announecement that he had
made arrangements to go up on the first
train that attempted to get through after
the floods. The follewing letter describes

his journey.]

WinNiPEG, April 26, 1882, Wednesday,
10 a.m,—Snow, hail, floods, floating ice,
black nfud knee deeg, ox teams stuck on
Main street, no indibrubbers to be had,
grub bad, no baths, ; aud washee-washee
wants a week to defup a shirt in. One
thousand houseless people, two thousand
more coming, and still a great man once
said, *‘Go west young:man.” Temperance
colonizers, Methodist ecolonizers, and non-
temperance colonizers, all ‘‘ moving west
young man”’ to the great wheat fields of
the great, great Northwest. It may be

FROM ST. PAUL TO ST. VINCENT
is- 390 miles. By rail this journey took
from 4 o’clock Monday to 12 o’clock Tues-
day night, thence 80 miles to Winnipeg
eight hours more, landing us here at 7 this
morning. The scenes along the way were
numerous and amusing, Songs were sung
and yarns spun ad lib. At every siding
and switch we came to

The men and
their families are very cemfortable and
warm in the cars, and’ have improvised
kitchensalong the side of the railway track
where cooking, washing, etc., is done,
When we arrived at the “back water,” a
mile south of St. Vincent, we stepped from
the forward part of the train on the boat.

A SAD CALAMITY.,
The Fate of Mr. and Mrs. Andrew Murray>
of Arthur.

MANITOPHOBIA,

EmErsoN, Man,, April 18.—The appear-
ance of the country in this vicinity has un-
dergone a maiked change within a week.

The people have become aquatic. Water

is everywhere, and although it is not salt

it is far from being clear or palatable, As

I write this, an hour before midnight, the

water has reached a stage fully two feet

higher than the highest tide of last spring

—and at that time it was higher than it

had been since 1873, The correspondent

who undertakes to give the facts as to the
condition of the flood, especially as to its

stage in Emerson issure to be met with a

perfect blizzard of hogwash from the Inter-

national, a moribund daily which studious-
ly suppresses all facts which are detrimen-
tal to Emerson, and carefully publishes
everything untrue about every cther place
which is in any way a competitor of the

Gateway city. There is more harm than

good done by such tactics, for a flood, like

murder, will out. In West Lynne the
water has backed up two coulees, one of
which runs north of the town and ancother
terminates before it reaches the beginning
of Second street. The water has alsg
reached a point on Brydges avenue mear
Second street flooding the cellars of
the building along the coulee’s - and
on that part of Brydge's avenue between
it and second street. Five families have
had to move out and several warehouses
near the river ate partly submerged. - The
contents of course have been removed.
Beyond moving out no er inconveni.-
ences has been experienced. herever low
places occur—places which run a eounlee or
low ground connected with the river the
water has backed in of course to the level
of the river. The greater portion of the
town north and west, where the priacipal
buildings are, is not affected. In Emerson
passengers are landing on the platform in
front of Mayor Carney’s new ** Park Hotel,”
and by morning the water will have found
1ts way to the first floor of the Emerson
hotel, which is on the corner of Main and
Dominion streets. The. water has backed
up on what is known as the outer lot sita-
ated to the north of the town, and com-
prising several acres. Water is found in all
low places. Upwards of a "dozen families
have had to move out and the warehouses
at the foot of Main street nextto the river
ara partly submerged, besides very badly
damaged. A saw-mill ina low place on
the bank of the river and belonging to Car-
ney & Watson is partly submerged and is
considerably damaged.
There is much local jealousy between
Emerson and West Lynne, both places try
to make out the best c1ie of the case. West
Lynnites claim that Emerson is four or
five feet on an average lower than "West.
Lynne, The reverse is claimed by Emerson.
As no one but an infant would drown in
such a depth, it is not worth while fighting
about it. There is nothing for either place
to feel proud of in the flood. Speculators
are looking a little blue, but as usual they
keep a pretty stiff upper lip and Mount
Arrat is not a circumstance to the dryness
of some * choice lots ” in their mind."~ The
Ewmerson authorities have telegraphed to
the Dominion government for a charitable
donation to help them in their extremities.
The Winnipeg papers are rather silent upon
the flood there. I think their must be
some vast hole in the river between here
and the capital in which several feet in
depth of water, one hundred miles long and
two hundred ysrds wide must tumble. The
water from this part of the river seems
never to reach Winnipeg, This was not
the case some years ago, but real estate and
not water has advanced since then. This
may account for it. There is some talk of
having a pontoon bridge thrown across
between both places. The Emerson cor-
poration propose running a free ferry with-
out delay. The loss of the bridge is a
serious draw back to traffic, but people
will have to put up with the ferry boats in
preference to swimming. The World will
probably receive a dozen letters denouncing
this letter and the water, etc., but the
World knows its own business. While the
proprietor of Interapolis is selling lots down
in Minneapolis, the boys from West Lynne
are shooting ducks in the intended streets of
that city between cities. This is the only
business carried on in Interapolis at present,
and it will last only so long as the pre-
valent trade remains on the flow.
