A Letter Alleged to be from Riel.
MonTREAL, May 3,—The following letter
purporting to have come from Riel is pub-

lished in a St, Hyacinthe newspaper :

BATOCHE CRO88SING, April 15, 1885,

Sir, I have l¢arned from one of my mes-
sengers that Hyacinthe is organizing her
84th battalion and that th-y are preparing for
their departure. I have onlf praise for your
zeal for yﬁu' country, but'l will ask you to
consider a little against whom you are march-
ing. If we have takén up arms we are not
the less your friends still, and our regard for
you is fos the same. Withoutdoubt your
enlisted soldiers are no longer free to with-
draw, but why should so many others volun-
teer to fight against us? Why should they
declare themselves our ememies. Such was
not St. Hyacinthe when in 1873 she received
the fn{ﬁve Riel and poured out her sympa-
thy to him. Such wasnot St. Hyacinthe three
months when she welcomed Riel and
took him under her prof winge.

‘Why, then, this change? e love you still
and we should be unwi to spill the blood
of the French-Canadians whoare our brethern.
We hope that the Canadian Catholics
already sent forward will not be pushed on to
fight. It would tbe our test sorrow to
have to fight with them, e would shut our
eyes, not to have tosee the victims that would
be struck down by us. Never have we wished
to spill blood. e meet together to demand
our ts. However, having been attacked
we defend ourselves like brave men and those
two of our number who fell sold their lives

dearly. s

The government after all its injusticé
should not have sent men to massacre us who
wished not to_shed blood, but to obtain our
Jjust demands. We cannot be accused of revolt,
The English were the first to fire and we only
acted in most legitimate self defence. If the
good wishes for peace let it accord a full and
complete amnesty and give us our rights,
Order will be immediately restored and it will
be better both for itself and forall. I would
have wished to write you at greater length,
butI am threatened, ;

We therefore ask you in your @wn interests
not to come willingly to engage in battle with
us. We fear not an attack, but spare us such
autief. Asfor us if the gpvernment does not
wish for peace, or if it desires it only after we
have been partly massacred; and the remain-
der turned over to -the executioner, we prefer
if we must die tofall all like brave men on
the battle fleld,

Nime People Killed and Fourteem In-
jured—A Womsn Throws Hersell and
Four Children ®ut of a Window,

Nzw York, May 3.—Nine persons were
killed and fourteen injured just before 1
o’clock this morning by an outbreak of fire
in a crowded tenement on First avenue,
near Thirty-eighth street. Two alarms of
fire were sent out at 12,50 o'clock, which
were followed shortly after by a third
alarm and then a call for three ambu®
lances. Fifteen minutes later a call for
another ambulance was sent out, followed
almost immediately by & summone for the
entire ambulance corps of the city.

The building is & new teme-
ment house standing alone next to
a ooal yard on the esst side of the
avenue. The ground floor is occupied on
the north side of the entrance by a restaur.
ant kept by John Humphries, in the rear
of which the fire broke out, and on the
south side by John Burger, a saloon
keeper, The other four floors above are

oocupied by seven families, onc suite of
apartments being untenanted. Therc was

but one dark and narrow -hallway through

the building for the use of forty inmates,

the smoke and immediately roused her

son Jacob, She immediately® rusbed

into the hall and shouted st the top of her

voice. The whole house was full of smuke,

which was "surging up in great black:®
billows from the basement. Down stairs

in the rear there was a bright light, which

showed where the flames were cutting off
the retreat,

At the sound of the woman’s voice nm!iy
everybody in the house sprang out of bed,
but they were all sleeping at the time. It
did not take loug for them to realize their
danger, and without waiting to put on
their clothing, there wasa mad rush of
half naked men, women and children
shrieking and crying for the street. The
l“eiﬂfghh of narrow stairs were blocked
by the crowd,

Men cursed and swore as they tried to
push the women and little ones out of their
in that desperate struggle for life.
At'the bottom of the stairs they fell over
one another, and a pile of human beings
was formed in the twinkling of an eye.
Several women lost their senses and rushed
to the windows, whence they threw them-
selves to the ground, and one despairing
mother, Mrs. Katrina Lemburger, 30 yeara
old, threw her four children out of a win-
dow, and then wildly flung herself after
them, As soon as the firemen arrived they
began to pour streams into the rear of the
house and the flames were soon under
control. At the same time they entered
the building and groped their way through
the suffoea smoke, At the foot of the
first flight of stairs they stumbled over the
bodies of a mother and her infant,

She was Mrs. Humphries who lived
above the restaurant kept by her hus-
band. At the first alarm she had clapped
the child to her breast and started for the
street. It issu she fell down the
narrow steirs and was suffocated while she
lay wounded and in; pain,; almost at the
very entrance to the street,

He was fully drfudp _In his room ne»
the door lay the body of the family ser
vant, a 17 year old girl. She was in her
night dress and evidently dropped to
the floor suffocated within a few moments
after she had started from her bed.

On the same floor, but on the opposite
side of the hall, were found Christina
Koorner and another woman,

Mrs. Koerner was dead when brought
to the coal office, but the other woman was
alive, Thus the firemen brought form after
form out of the death trap, and laid their
burdens on the bare floor of the office. The
ambulance surgeons sorted them out and
those that gave any manifestation of life
were tenderl Yﬂt in the ambulances and
conveyed to Bellevue hospital. The dead
were laid in a row and covered with sheets,
The fire sprang up the narrow stairway
with marvelous rapidity and before eny
organized effort could be made the flames
had ascended to the top floor, and
the hallways and rooms were filled with
the densest smoke, The utmost alarm.
prevailed among all the persons living in
the building who had not béen stupetied
by the smoke, and the screams of women
and children shrieking agonizingly for help
made a most appalling scene,

The dead by suffocation are: Joseph
Humphrey, 35 years old; Mrs, Jon.
Humphrey, 24 years old ; & four month old
baby of Mrs. Humphrey’s; a female
servant of tHe Humpbrey family ; Eliza-
beth Hurley, 23 years old ; Mrs, Krefch-
man, 42 years old ; Christina Koerner, 48
years old; Mre. Lephmpul; Albers
Koerner, 10 years old, was killed by being
thrown from & window on the fifth flooz.
