Honduras has declared herself the ally of
Guatemala, and will undertake her sup
in whatever may happen. ' The States of
Nicaragua and Oyosta ica will lend San Sal-
vador all the moral and material aid in their
powers. Mexico, although repeatedly ap-
pealed to by Ban vador both for
recognition and assistance, has not until
now shown her hand. She has, how-
ever, concentrated her troo; cn  the
Guatemalan frontier State of Cheapeas un-
der the command of Generals Rosa and
Flores. Orders were issued yesterday by
the Mexican Minister of War to these troops
to invade the Guatemalan territory in case

UNITED AGAINST SALVADOR.

Cesta Rica, Nicaragua and Guatemala
Form an Alliance, *

Crry oF MEX1C0, July 22, —Specials from
Guatemala say the ministers of Costa Rica
and Nicaragua yesterday signed with Guate-
mala a treaty of alliance. They demand of
Gen, Eyeta in the name of United Cen-
tral America: First, that he leave the
supreme commaund in San Salvador;
second, that a legal regime be established in
accordance with the San Salvador constitu-
Jon as before June 22, the date of the assass-
ination of President Menendez, and third,
that general amnesty be granted to all who
participated in the revolutionary movement
in San Salvador. .
¢ Honduras bound herself to this alliance by
L previous treaty with Guatemala. Guate-
mala is daily increasing her forces on the
San Salvador frontier. The commanders are
ordered to remain on the defensive. One
yeneral disobeyed this order and has
teeu subjected to court martial. The report
of the defeat of Guatemalans by San Salva-
dorians is declared to be untrue. It was onlﬂ
a defeat of San Salvador insurgents, it
said.

A special from Cheapas, near the Guate-
malan frontier, says the revolutionary move-
ment against President Barillos of Guatemala
bas obtained considerable headway and that
Barillos is preparing for it. The representative
of San Salvador here has shown to the as-
sociated press correspondent telegrams from
General Eyeta claiming that the report of a
battle sent on Saturday was accurate.

THE WARRING STATES.

Something About the Exteut and Trade of
the Five Republics.

Of the five Central American republics in-
volved in the pending issue the most north-

erly is Guatemala, which is Mexico's imme- |

diate neighbor. Guatemala’s area is 46,800
square miles and its population in 1887 was
1,357,000; of whom a third were of European
descent and the rest aboriginal or *In-
dian,” The internal debt in 1886 was
$4,571,417, the external debt 3,800,000,
with $1,800,090 arreas of interest, be-
sides a floating debt of unknown -amount.
The army consists nominally, of about 2200
men, with an enrolled militia of 38,000. The
total exports for 1886, consisting” chiefly of
coffee and indigo, were valued at $6,736,462
and the imports at $3,235,803.

Honduras has an axga of 46,400 square miles,
with a population (in 1884) of 458,000. The bulk
of the inhabitants consists of aborigines. The
fraction of t;:ll(;lpeople tr descent from
Etropeans, nly of 8 origin, is in
the small ports on the Pacific coast and in
the town of Santa Rosas.

A common monetary standard and
common tariff laws were to be adopted, but
there would be free trade between the differ-
ent republics. Honduras, Guatemala and
San Salvador were the first to sign the
treaty. The provisional constitution of the
new republic was to go into effeet Sept. 15.

preparing for war. Each has its full mili-
tary force arwed and ready to march at a
moment’s notice. = Costa Rica and Nicu‘nfun
will, in case of trouble, cast in their for-
tunes with Salvador.

THE RESIGNATION WITHDRAWN.

Dr, Wild Decides to Remain at the Bond-
street Church—He Will Have
an Assistant.

Rev. Dr. Wild of Bond-street Congrega-
tional Church, whose retirement was an-
nounced yesterday, has since withdrgwn his
resignation and will preach next Sunday
evening from the text: ‘“England as the
most successful thief.”
