The foreign demand will, it is esti-
mated, consume from 30 to 55 per cent. of
this immense yield. France’s wheat crop is
a bad failure this year, and she alone will be
obliged to take from the United States not
less than $i00,000,000 worth of wheat. At
least one-half of this sum, or $50,000,000,
will in all likelihood be paid in gold. In 1879,
the year of the great boom, Europe took from
the United States $277,000,000 worth of
grain, If this was true ten years :ﬁo, the
amount of her imports of breadstuffs this
year should be about $400,000,000.

On the whole crop prospects are good on
this continent. .Owing to change in the
charge of the Bureau of Agriculture, the
July crop bualletin will not be issued. Ex-
pectation will be high respecting that which
is promised will be issued in August.

Dr. Wild’s subject last night was “God’s
Foreknowledge.” Varied and strong were
his arguments against the docprines taught
by Oaivin. He said: **When my children
were small Iused often to watch them in
their play and could offen t3ll what was
going to happen. Yet that did not make me
responsible for their actious.

“Calvin taught that some men were or-
dained to do good and some to do ill. Now,
if a man isdoing ill and is doing it just as
God intended he is doing God’s will, and
therefore is as great a saint as any other of
God’s creatures.
