Recently in Fremont Temple,
he gave the last of a course of six noonday
legtures and at that time he sounded the
wote of alarm.

He accused Chicago of being a hot cily
under normal and favorable circumstances,
end then said that for some months after
the 1st ot May next it will be seven times
hetter than the hottest former period in its

Ristory. = Of the perils of the city he said
they are harlotry, drunkenness, Sunday
anarchy and greed. .

The opening sentence struck the key-note
of his lecture. It was this:

“We are apgrmching, in the world’s fair,
an imperial jubilee of civilization ; and it is
our solemn duty, as a nation, to prevent it
from becoming or being accompanied by a
Jocal carnival of crime.”

Then he said a'kind word of the city and
spoke of New York as Leing worse, in one
respect at least. He proceeded thus:

““The duties of the mayor of the city of
Chicago _will be as great as those of the

. governor of any ordinary state during the

time the fair is open. Let us ask, then,
what-are the prospects as to social evil and
moral ascendency in connection with this
great exposition.
