BE REINSTATED SOON

Joseph Corbett Optimistic Regarding 
Unemployment Situation.

Eight hundred employees of the mo­
tive power and car department of the 
Grand Trunk Railway in Canada, who 
were laid off last month, may resume 
their duties this month. Joseph Cor­
bett. chief spokesman for the car men 
of the Grand Trunk, is negotiating with 
the general officials in Montreal and is 
requesting th^jt the men be added to 
the staffs as soon as possible.

“We are hoping that the majority of 
•he men will be again working before 
the end of the month," said Mr. Cor­
bett to The Free Press to-day.

On December 1 motive power and 
car department employees in Montreal, 
Ottawa, Stratford and London were re­
leased for an indefinite period. If the 
company decided to accept the request 
of the union 80 men will again be pro­
vided with work at the East London 
shops.

The Grand Trunk reduced to a 40- 
hour week, but the car men's union is 
anxious that work be provided for the 
unemployed before the 44-hour week is 
again put into effect

Entrance Gained On Saturday Night By
Slitting Ventilating Curtain On 

Door—Money Was Concealed.

Alrvady one school has a branch 
library in connection with it, and it is 
under the change of tihe assistant pdn- 
cdpal of Victoria School. It serves a 
lange section of the city, but educa­
tionists feel that the time has come 
for greater co-operation oe-vween the 
department of education and library 
‘board.

Mr. Edwards states that only two 
things are needed to put the plan into 
operation, more books and room for 
libraries. Teachers and older pupils 
have shown a wi'dingni-ss to cc-operate 
in book distribution, thus leavl/g only 
the problem of library room and fur­
nishing to be met.
MORE BRANCH LIBRARIES.

The request system is presented by 
many interested in the matter as a 
solution of the book question. Cata­
logues of 'nooks on file at the central 
library might be published, and citi­
zens in a public sc-hoo' district cculd 
leave requests for certain books that 
would be filled as the volumes were 
available. It would not be necessary 
under that p'a.n. to keep great stocks 
of books constantly on hand in the 
branch libraries with consequent dupli­
cation of libraries, and that system 
would also solve the room problem. A 
desk, a catalogue, and an enthusiastic 
branch librarian would be everything 
necessary for the eetalbiishment of 
community libraries throughout Lon­
don. it is said.

That move branch libraries are need­
ed was pointed out by the senior in­
spector. who asserted that books were 
constantly needed by pupils in their 
literary work In that connection, 
however, he paid a tribute iu me ad­
ministration of the public library and 
its branches in I/mdon. No other city 
in the province had such an organiza­
tion for the extension of learning, nor 
officials that labored so painstaking y 
to make the library as it is, extremely 
popular.

Frisco Viaduct Gives Away 
Under New Year Crowd

SAN FRANCISCO. Jan. 1 -About 
h Now Year merrymakers were in­
jured, several seriously, when a tem­
porary sidewalk over an excavation for 
a new theater building at Market and 
Taylor streets here, colla,psed early to- 
flay.

A 30-foot section of the walk gave 
way, falling 20 feet into the excavation 
with about 100 persona.

More than a score of the seriously 
Injured were women. Fractured legs 
and arms, internal Injuries, bruises, 
and lacerations predominated In the 
list of injuries.

The temporary timber viaduct ex­
tended sightly over 200 feet The 
crash finie without warning and scores 
were dropped Into the yawning hole on 
top of those precipitated below in the 
first crash by the surge of the crowd 
rrom ihe lower end of the viaduct The 
screams of the '.injured mingled with 
the no se at the horns and other de­
vices of the merrymakers thronging 
the streets.

CANADIAN CURRENCY 
TAKES TWWMT DROP

Rate ef Exchange Rises Te 17%c Over 
Week-End—No Indication of Trend.

The optimistic trend of the money 
market came to an abrupt halt during 
the week-end, when the rate of ex­
change between Canada and the United 
States rose two per cent. Quotations 
to-day are 17% per cent., compared 
with the 15 per cent, of last Friday.
