Letter From C. E.bl_{;u’tley 18th
Battalion

The following letter was received by
Fred R. Routley from his brother Pte,
C. E. Routley, who is on the firing line
with the 18th Batt. Pte. Routley is an
old fourth line Warwick boy, having
spent his boyhood days at the home of
his uncle, Mr. A. Morgan. He is the
second son of Walter Routley of Pet-
rolea, formerly of Watford

On active service with the British Ex-
peditionary Force.

Nov. 1st, 1915.

Dear brother and all—Just a few lines
to say that I'm safe and enjoying the
best ot health, We are in a rest camp
now about six or eight miles in the rear
of the excitement. We have had six
days good rest but are going back to
work to-morrow if all is well, but I don’t
expect to go into the trenches for a
couple of weeks. We are just in the
front line a quarter of the time. I have
had a couple of ‘‘close shaves’ that I
know of, and of course we can’t see how
close the bullets come. The first time
that we were in the front line, we were
bombarded pretty heavy but with no
effects. The closest that any of us got
was a coal box, (large shell) which fell
just in front of the bay in which I and
my section were stationed. It tore a
hole in the ground about ten feet deep
and about twenty feet in diameter, it
showered us with dirt and pieces of shell
dropped all around us, One piece weigh-
ing about four pounds dropped about
four inches from my left fool. One of
my ‘mates picked it up and burned his
hand pretty bad. I was put in charge of
a section the second day that we were in
the front line. Our Corporal was taken
away and put in charge of some bomb
throwers. The last day that we were in
the trenches we received another bom-
bardment, but it was from light artillery.
Whiz bangs, or three inch shells were
used when they began to fall thick and
fast all around us. The man that was
watching through the periscope refused
to stay at his and retired to a safe
dug out. e was very mnervous
so I didn’t try to force him to go back to
duty, and for fear we should be surprised
1 took the part myseif, 'some of the shells
dropped pretty close and I felt a bit
shakey until one dropped about six feet
from me, loded and peppered the
sand bags full of shrapnell on both sides
of me and set my great coat on fire, but
never gave me a scratch. I felt fear no
longer for I felt assured that God was

watching over me very close or I would
have been blown toatoms, Of course

our trench was shaken a i
ina few places, but
bombardment was a failure, A

can’t imagine what it is like out here
nptil he comes to see I must. sot. tel}
you about our advances or losses, but
we are doing good work, more gains
than losses, but we have some extra

good artillery bnckmf us up. I'll give
et

you a slight hint to you know how
much more accurate our gunners are than
those ot the enemy, I saw three Germasn
airoplanes brought down in about
twenty minutes the other day by anti.
aircraft gun and I have never seen one
British or French plane brought down
yet and our airmen go just about where
ever they please.

I saw Frank Verks and Perkins of the

2nd divisional cavalry this morning for

the first time since we left England.
They look well., They tell me that Bert
Rubery and Sergt. McNelly were left in
the hospital in England, both having re-
ceived a kick from a horse shortly before
they left for France. The first brigade
relieved our brigade once since we've
been in the war zone and Isaw gnite a
tew of the lads from around home. §ou
remember Lamb that was with the 34th
he is in the 1st batt now, he has been
out here some ten weeks Well I must
ring off now hoping to hear from you
soon. Iget quite a lot of mail but Reg.
Cassell holds the record for getting large-
mails in our company, he received g&)
letters and nine parcels in one week,
when we were in the trenches. One
arcel was from Mr. A. Searsbrook and
amily, they have been awtully good to
us since we have been soldiering. Good-
bye for now.
