The Care of Sick Children.

[Ladies’ Home Journal.)
It is when, the baby is sick that the 

young mother ferN most fadeless and de­
spairing, and longs earnestly for help and 
advice. I am often asked to recommend 
some book that gives directions for the 
treatment of sick children. I never do it, 
and I want to say here most emphatically 
that it ir not safe for an unprofessional 
person to attempt to treat illness from any 
medical book. The symptoms of many 
diseases are much alike in their early stages, 
and it requires a practiced eye to distin­
guish between them. It is sometimes as 
much as the doctor can do, with all his 
experience, to decide on the proper course 
to follow. The mother, depending upon 
printed directions which may not fit the 
case at all, may do irreparable harm. 
There are many admirable works which 
treat of the hygiene of childhood and the 
personal care of children. Every mother 
should have one of these, bat books which 
profess to give advice as to the cure of ail­
ments should be avoided. When a child is 
ill enough to require medicine beyond the 
simplest laxative, the doctor should be sent 
for and his orders implicitly followed.*

The young mother who is far from a 
physician may remember for her comfort 
that a child very seldom really requires 
medicine. What it needs is what she can 
give without danger—proper food, pure air, 
cleanlioese and rest. Most of the disorders 
of children, particularly of infants, arise 
from some derangement of the digestive 
tract. The food is not of proper quantity 
or quality. It is not assimilated; that is, 
taken up by the blood for the nourishment 
of the tissues, and the child suffers. It is 
pale and fretful, throws up its food in 
digested masses, and does not thrive as a 
healthy child should. The first thing to 
be done is to change the food. Add a table­
spoonful of lime-water to each six of food, 
if this d(fes not succeed, try using one-fourth 
cream instead of of all milk with water. 
Vary the strength of the food by adding 
more or less water. If still unsuccessful, 
try some of the artificial foods until one is 
found that does agree a ith the baby.

With older children an error of diet is 
very apt to be followed with feverishness 
and restlessness. High temperature does 
not mean as much with children as with 
grown persons. A child may have a tem­
perature of 103 or 104 degrees at night and 
yet be comparatively well in the morning.

Points on Butter Making.

CLEANLINESS NEXT TO GODLINESS IN THIS 
IMPORTANT BRANCH OF INDUSTRY.

I American Cultivator.]
The question was asked recently why it 

was that average domestic butter makers 
were oblj^ed lo accept such low returns 
for their product in comparison with cream­
ery quotations. It was justly argued that 
cleanliness was next to godliness with 
American house wives, and that their skill 
as butter makers had never been questioned 
till the “ new-fangled ” creameries came 
into vogue. Is it all prejudice then, or is 
ihere some ground upon which to bose a dif­
ference in quality between the two varieties 
of this dairy product?

Perhaps the subject may seem to some 
to have been worn threadbare, but I think 
that it can l>e reviewed with profit many 
times a year. The modern principles of 
Lutter making are not yet practised nor 
thoroughly understood by thousands of system, 
small dairymen who make butter at home.

Now I wish that any such who may read 
this would give the following method a 
trial, and a fair one, and see if the results 
do not end in gain. It is coming on warm 
weather now, but do not for that rea­
son let the milk that you have set for 
butter become [loppered before skimming.
The custom so to do is quite universal, it 
being wrongly imagined that more cream 
is obtained thereby.

Milk generally begins to sour from the 
bottom and sides of the vessel, and as soon 
as thickening takes place no more butter 
globules can escape to the surface to form 
as cream. The cream should always be

: mThe application of cold to the bottom 
and sides of the vessel containing the milk 
directly after it has been drawn from the 
cow and aerated will quickly send the cream 
to the surface, where all of the after-sour­
ing, to the degree of loppering, cannot add 
to its quality or quantity.

Even if you wish to ripen cream for the 
churn, it is quite deleterious to let that 
sourness take place attached to the milk 
surface. When the sour cream is peeled 
off from the loppering milk, more or less of 
the latter (the caseine) adheres to the layer 
of butter fat, and later, in the butter, this 
appears as white specks.

What domestic butter made by the old 
plan has not been more or less troubled 
with white specks in butter?

Remember, you get no more cream by 
allowing milk to lopper under it, and you 
injure the quality of what has already 
raised. Skim sweet cream from sweet milk 
aud then let it mature before churning, if

TWENTY-SEVEN PEOPLE KILLED.

The strike in the Carnegie works at 
Homestead, Pennsylvania, will attract 
world wide attention, as it is likely to prove 

of the most bitter contests of recent 
years between labor and capital. Recently 
Mr. Carnegie announced a reduction in the 
wages of 364 of his operatives. A general 
strike was precipitated. The managers en­
raged the workmen by making elaborate 
preparations to defend the works by armed 
force and by throwing upon them scalding 
hot water through hose. An army of 4,600 
armed strikers was then organized at 
Homestead, who have surrounded the town 
in order to prevent mill operatives from 
coming in to take the place of the strikers. 
200 Pinkerton detectives were gathered at 
.Pittsburg and sent up the Monongahela 

-driver to Homestead to protect the works. 
The strikers drove them back by the use of 
cannon and small arms with considerable 
loss of life on both sides.

About dusk the officers of the amalga­
mated association prevailed upon the strik­
ers to allow the detectives to surrender. 
The detectives hoisted a white flag and the 
strikers guaranteed safe conduct to the 
detectives provided they left their arms 
and ammunition behind and agreed to leave 
the place under guard. The detectives ac­
cepted their terms. On the boats were 
found seven dead detectives and twenty or 
thirty wounded, some fatally. As the pris­
oners were being conducted through the 
streets the infuriated strikers beat them 
with clubs, knocked down and tramped 
upon many. In this way several detect­
ives were fatally injured. The captured 
detectives were finally lodged in the Opera 
House where they were kept over night. 
The strikers looted the barges, then set 
fire to them. As far as could be ascertained 
at midnight nine workmen and 18 detectives 
were killed. Besides the detectives injured 
in battle at least 100 were seriously injured 
on the way to jail.

mPot-Pourri of Roses.

Gather the rose petals in the early morn­
ing, and place them in a cool, shady place 
for an hour to dry. Toss them lightly, 
and then put them in layers, with salt 
sprinkled freely between, in a large covered 
glass dish. You may add fresh petals to 
this every morning. When you have a 
sufficient quantity, let the whole stand ten 
days, shaking thoroughly every morning. 
Now, in the bottom of a glass fruit jar 
place two ounces of whole allspice, crushed, 
and two ounces of stick cinnamon, broken 
coarsely. Fill the jar with the rose petals 
and salt. This must now stand six weeks, 
or even longer, when it may be prepared 
for the pennanent jar. During these six 
weeks the jar should be perfectly air tight.

Mix together one ounce each of ground 
cloves, allspice, cinnamon and mace; one 
ounce of orris root shredded and bruised; 
two ounces of lavender flowers, writes Laura 
Whitten in the June Ladies' Home Journal. 
These are the proportions to be used to one 
quart of the rose petals. Place this mix­
ture in alternate layers with the contents 
of the glass fruit jar, in the more orna­
mental jar that is to be used permanently.

If you chose you may add a few drops of 
the oil of your favorite flower, rose, geran­
ium or violet, and pour over the whole one- 
quarter of a pint of good cologne. This 
pot-pourri will last for years. From time 
to time you may add a little lavender water 
or any nice perfume. The fragrant odor 
from a rose jar filled with leaves and frag­
rant spices is very penetrating, and is par­
ticularly pleasant in large drawing-rooms 
and halls. The odor is not only refreshing 
but delightful as well. A rose jar filled 
with a good stock should never be allowed 
to remain constantly open; if the covers are 
removed for an hour at a time twice a day, 
your rooms will become permeated with a 
sweet, reviving odor, that will be the de­
light to all who enter your home.

Bloodlessness of Girls at School.

The British Medical Journal quotes some 
important remarks by a well known Ger­
man physicians on the subject of the blood­
lessness of girls at school. Dr. T. A. Reamy 
affirms that neglected cases of this class go 
from bad to worse, and finally die of tuber­
cular consumption. This is an observation 
which every experienced physician can 
confirm from his personal knowledge. The 
whole question of the school life of girls is 
one eminently demanding investigation and 
application of modem principles of hygiene. 
Reamy considers that the root of the diffi­
culty lies in the fact that girls at school do 
not inhale sufficient oxygen ; in other words, 
they suffer, become delicate and die from 
want of fresh air. By way of remedying 
this condition of things he proposes 
that there should be systematic deep in­
halation for twenty minutes twice a day 
in a perfect pure outside atmosphere. The 
deep inspiration should be carried out with 
the mouth closed and under intelligent 
supervision. It is stated that no other 
known method of treatment more rapidly 
improves the character of the blood. 
Reamy, however, does not stop here; he 
insiste that the patient shall leave school, 
give up all study and spend several hours a 
day in the open air. Most judicious advice. 
He goes further, and orders abundance of 
beefstake and milk.

Let two men of equal strength start at 
any hard outdoor work. Let them have 
the same food and shelter. One man washes 
aud changes his clothes frequently; if he 
gets his feet wet he changes his stockings 
and dries his feet at night; he keeps his 
skin clean and his clothes well aired. The 
other simply “ eats to work,” paying little 
or no attention to keeping clean and dry.
