They 'reveal, however, the dilapid-
ated state of the concert of Europe
in July, 1914, and the flurry in the

peace, to which nations that go to
war think it desirable to appeal f,r-
justification or moral support.

These pubhcatwns have been read
with intense xnterest ia all parts of
the world and_have in many cases
determined the direction of the read-
er’s sympathy and good will; and
vet none of them discloses or deazls
witl: the real sources of the unprece-
dented calamity. They relate chiefly
to the question—Who ° stiuck the
match and not to the question—who
provided the magazine that exploded,
