education, a special meeting of the Protestant Committes of the
Council of Public Instruction was called by the Superintendent of
Education at the rigaest of the Lord Bishop of Quebec, and resolu-
tions were passed deprecating any organio chango in the educa-
tional systemn without giving tho committeo an” opportunity of
expressing their opinon thereon, at the same timo assuring the
Governmont that its members will offer all the.assistance in thoir
power towards the rendering of inspection both efticiont ‘and eco-
nomical, and praying that the grant to McGill Normal School be
not decreased. The Chairman, Dr. Dawson was authorized to
submit these resolutions to the Government at a conferonce to be
hold afterwards, as also to oxpress the satisfaction of the com-
mittee with, and its confidence in, the Hon. Mr. Ouimet, Suporin.
tendent of Education, and its regret that his salary should be
reduced by Government.

The changes in educational matters made during the session of
Parliament about tv close are not as numerous and sweeping as
they were reported likely to be, or perhaps as they were intended,
for a closer examination into facts doubtless modified the views of
the Cabinet.

The principal changes and the saving thereby effected are as
follows:—The Book Depository has been done away with, which
for the gear ending 30th June, 1878, cost $15,000, and for the
year ending 30th June 1879, cost $8,5600 ; the grant to the Nor-
mal Schools has been reduced from $46,000 to 842,000 per annum ;
the Journal of Public Imstruction has beeu abolished, which was

kept up at an annual cost of $4,000 ; there are to be no more.

prize-books, which involved an outlay to the Province every year
of £6,600 ; the grant for School Inspection has been reduced from
228,625 last year to $20,000.

1f the Normal Schools can be conducted as efficiently aa before
on the sum now granted, well ; but if their etficiency and usefulness
are impaired by the diminution of the grant, it is questionable
economy.

There may be defects in the system of inspection, and if there
are they ought to be enquired into and remedied, but thero are
certainly few things that will do more to promote the best inter-
ests of education than anable and judicious Inspectors of the
schools, and it is to be feared that the present diminution of the
grant for inspection will fall heavily on some Inspectors of long
standing, who have done Taithful service, !

The Education Bil) proposed to reduce the salary of the Super-
intendent of Pablic Instruction from $4,000 tu $3,000 per annum,
but the feeling againat this was so strong on the part of both com-
mittees of the Council of Public Instruction, with whom the pre-
sent able and courteous incumbent, the Hon, G. Ouiet, is a great
favorite, that this clause of the bill was at last unanimously set

aside.

School, Kiucarding, on June 19th and 20th. A communication from
‘Waterloo Teachers' . Association respeoting the training and certificates
of Third Class Teachers was read, but was not approved of. Miss Mag-
#lo Sinclair read a paper on ** Sowing and Reaping,” A lively discussion
on the advisability of substituting Classics or Modern Lianguages for the
group, Philosophy, Chemistry and Bouk-keeping, on Se¢vond Class Exa-
minations, resulted in the following resolution, viz.: * That in view of
tho substituted sabjects not being those which are required to be taught
by Second Class Teachers, and in addition, that such substitution may
have. and indeed often has, the effect of leading to the neglect of the
important subjects of Philosophy, Chemistry aud Book-keeping, this
Assooiation is strongly of the opinion that thore should be a return to
the former programme, viz., that the latter subjects be required of all
candidates for Second Class certificates.” Dr. McLellan, H. 8. I., dealt
with ¢ Factoring in Algebra,” and * How to introduce Arithmetic to
beginners,” after which the following resolution was unanimously carried:
Moved by Mr. ¥, 0. Powell, setonded by Mr. Benjamin Freer, ¢ That this
Association having heard Dr. J. A. MoLellan’s admirable lectures on
Algebra and Arithmetio, record a hearty vote of thanks, expressive of its
high appraciation of his masterly stylu of presenting these subjects, and
that especial mention be raade of his novel and labor.saving methods of
handling algebrais quantities, containing symmetrical expressions, exact
divisors, and linear factors, a8 well as of his lucid and highly practical
manner of teaching Arithinetic to beginners, feeling confident that every
teacher present must go away with now and improved ideas on these
subjects, and the best methods of teaching them.” Another paper was
now read, on * The Teacher's duties and influence,” by Mr. Benjamin
Freer, Head Master Kincardine High Schoul.
