WATER ICE.—One cup of loaf sugar with
the juice of six lemons squeezed over..it, half
a pint of water, and a syrup made by boil-
ing three-quarters of a pound of sugar in a
litle less than a pint of water; let this
stand in a large earthen jar or dish for
an hour and a half, then mix the lemon,
etc.,, with it, strain it and freege. If
you wish to make this a pretty dish as
well as pleasing to the taste, add the whites
of eggs beaten to a froth with powdered
sugar mixed with them ; put this on the top
of each glass.

Kisses.—Whites of six eggs, one _pound
of pulverized sugar, one drop of rose oil ; put
the sugar in the dish first, and drop the
whites of eggs (unbeaten) upon it ; beat them
together thoroughly for two hours ; drop on
tins with a teaspoon, turning spoon round
and round until the cakes are very high
and eod in a point ; this will give them a
fluted appearance ; when baked and still hot,
stick two of them together, using a little white
of egg in necessary ; lay them very carefully
upon an inverted sieve to ceol ; they may also
be:queezed thiough a meringue bag like lady-
fingers, or they may be dropped in smooth
round cakes.

DEVILLED MUTTONS.—Cold mutton can-
not be accused of bLeing rich or unwhole.-
some, but its yarmest defender will not say
that it is tempfing as food, To make an
agreeable. b fast or luncheon dish of it,
melt two taBlespaonfuls of butter and one of
cun'axit"jélly’ijn a frying pan, and heat the
mutton in the mixture, turning it frequently
prevent crisping, when it is thoroughly hot,
lay it in a hot.covered dish set over
waler ; add three tablespoonfuls of vinegar,
a sma:l spoor#ul of mustard, a quarter of a
spoonful of salt, and an eighth of a spoonful
of pepper to the mixiure in the pan, and,
when it boils, pour it over the meat and
serve in three or four minutes. Liven mutton
will seem hot under this treatment.

LossTER FRITTERS.—To make them, cut
the meat of acold boiled lobster into dice
and mix the lobster fat with it ; add three.
quarters of a cuptul of mushrooms cut into
dice; season this mixture with celery salt
and cayenne pepper; put a piece of buter
half the size of.an egy into a saucepan, and
when it bubbles stir in a tablespoonful of
flour ; let the flour cook a little, then add a
cupful of cream and some finely minced par-
sley ; stir until the sauce thickens, then add
the other ingsedients, and stir well until
they become sealding hot ; remove from the
fire and stir in the well beaten yolks of three
eggs, spread this mixture an inch thick upon
a buttered q;'sh, and set it upon ice to become
chilled 5 théft cut itinto small parallelograms,
and roll them'in fritter batter, or beaten egps
and bread ‘crumbs; fry them in boiling
lard,
