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street to speak to him for a few minutes,
as he could not leave his horse.  The hoy
came back with a message that the editor
was busy and could not come down.  Sir
Henry stid he would not leave his horse,
and therefore rode him up two thights of

stairs into the editor’s room, spoke to
him from the horse’s back, expressed his
regret ab having to bring his horse up,
and, having finished the interview, he
rode around the editor’s table and back
again out into the street. He said the
horse tumbled things about a good deal

in the room, and the editor had to dance
about out of his way, but he concluded by
saying, ¢ Now the editor comes down if I
go to see him mounted.” Havelock was
atterwards killed in the Khyber Pass, in
1898.”
