SECRET SERVICE MONEY,

An article appeared in the daily edition of
this paper—~T1u8 PosT—on the 23:d Decem-
ber last with the.above caption which we
now raproduce in the Thug Wirness for the
informatlon of our readers :—

# The composition of the British Seoret
Service is coamopolitan.
