One enters the theatre thirongh the outer vesti-

bule, the walls of' whichi arc licid with green and
gold miosaice, with a simple vaulted cciling. The
biner vestibule is about thirtY feet square, the

easy access to the balcony at its
varions levels. As you attain yonî*
seat on either of the grounci orgai.-
]et'y leveis, you realize tlîat every-
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walls lineci with faience tile iu panels, separateci
by Ionie pilasters supporting a simple cornice,
and ov'er ail a central clome decorated lu stencil
ornamieit and monotone color, the clome being
pierccd with lunettes and çvindoýws, enabling the
management to oversee the operation of the
''front of the house'' fromi the offices over the
vestibule.

One is iml)resse(l 111)0 entering- the theatre
witli the gencral feeling of spaciousness and
linge span of the g-aIlery. On either side of the
fover a wvide inarbie stairease invites you by

thiug possible lias been clone for the comfort otf
the theatre-goer. The air is fresh, there is no
disturbing noise, the lighting subclued, and
eventually you observe that there is no sense
of opp.ression f romn over-ornamentation; flhc
w~alls and ceilings are ''cecorateci'' in low a.p-
plied relief of the Adanis Sehool, and the color
'lias beeîî applied ini suchi a inannier as to blend
with the ornamient lu a hiarmionious warmi golden
tone, mnonoton'y being avoi(led byI spots of color
in the panels consisting of interesting' sketches
to enliven the attention.
