{Certificate of Antiguity needed).

Keaep the griginal invoice of appfalsais ta substantizte ownership. This cen be important

when dealing with cummermal insurance companies.

Expensive tead crystal, fine bone china and silverware should be listed separately from
everyday dinnerware. Be sura 1o indicate-the number. of pieces, name of the mandfacturer
and pattern.

Foodstiiffs, toilefries and medical supplies should be separately listed. Reimbursement is

-made far thie Joss of non-perishable foodstuffs, and riot for braakage spailags, or damage

to other effects,

Elactrical/electronic items should be identifiad by manufacturer, model and other relevant’
particulars.

ltems listad on your inventory, which sre covered separateiy by privata insurancea, should
be appropriately flagged, or listed separately. If this is not dona, a claim agamnst the Crnrwn
will not be considered for any damage or loss. .

Photographs or a video in-.rentur-,r of your pnssessinns can be useful.

if you will be occupying Crown:fumished accommedation, check the furmnishings scheme
to avoid duplication of éxisting items with your own household effects. Storage costs for
unused Crown or personal items at the Mission are not an ‘allowable expense. Remember
in the event that something goes wronp you will have to assuma responsibility for these

itemns..

Keep replacement costs inyour imentery up-to-gate You might be surprised at how much
guality iterms have inflated since vou bought them years aga. All ¢laims are settled on the
basis of the replacement. cost. you list on your inventory.
