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Although considerable effort has been made by all sectors of Canadian society to integrate 
the environment into decision making, it is sometimes difficult to ascertain the extent of 
real progress and the effectiveness of activities toward sustainable development. Concrete 
goals and targets, as well as indicators, are important elements of improved decision 
making. They can stimulate progress by providing an accountability framework and a 
clear context for planning in both the public and private sectors.
