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National Radio is contributing to the development of a
truly Canadian outlook. The important thing is unity, not
uniformity. And while the music and songs of Quebec are kept alive,
and the Gaelic tradition of Cape Breton or the Fraser Valley, the
Ukrainian songs and dances of the prairies, and the seafaring
traditions of the maritimes, Canadians have the common privilege
of sharing these local cultures for the enjoyment of all.
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
