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participated in the negotiations. Alt have shown a spirit 
of understanding and a determination to find in harmony a 
solution which, though it may not be ideal, achieves the 
purposes we were striving for. I think I should emphasize 
here the considerable contribution of the chairman of our 
working committee, Dr. Waldheim, who, by his untiring 
patience and his imaginativeness in bringing forth suggest 
tions, has made possible the agreement of the various 
groups to a common wording.
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
