North Amerlca is not a monollthlc whole
economically or pol“tlcally Nor do | think it |
would be in the |nterest of Europe to deal W|th a
single North American colossus.

Canada's relationship with Europe is
not the same as the United St'a.tes‘relationship
with Europe. There are political, 'eé.onomi.c,
'c_uliural and IAinguistic elements in our relationship
with Europe which are u-niqﬁe.

Perhaps in relati.ve.terms our relatioﬁship
is more important to us than the United States
- relationship witﬁ Europe is to the Americans. Forty-
two percent of our im}migration continues to come
from Europe. Our.nati'onal fabric fs made up of
distinctive ethnic groups - many of them European.

These have not been assimilated into a Canadian
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
