cnjoining you and each of you, that on Thursday, the thirtieth day of the
rnonth of? August, 1928, you meet Us, in our Parliament of Canada, at Our
City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our
said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary. Hxn.xIN
