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An Act to amend The Exchequer Court Act.
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HIS Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the 
Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts 

as follows :—

1. Section twenty of the Exchequer Court Act, Revised 
Statutes of Canada, 1906, chapter one hundred and forty, 5 
is amended by adding thereto the following:—

“(i) Every claim, demand, set off, counter claim, dispute, 
or question with respect to any debt, property right 
or interest mentioned in section three or section four of 
Part X of the Treaty of Peace with Germany, or in 10 
any similar section or provision which may be included 
in the Treaties of Peace with Austria, Bulgaria or 
Turkey, or in any statute or Order in Council passed 
for the purpose of carrying into effect the said section 
three or section four or any such similar section or 15 
provision.

“(2) Nothing in paragraph (t) shall affect the jurisdiction 
of any other court to hear and determine any matter now 
pending before such court.”
