OPENING OF TRANSPORT TERMINAL, GANDER—
OFFICIAL ATTENDANCE

Question No. 465—Mr. Argue:

1. Will an official party be sent from Ottawa to
attend the opening of the Department of Transport
terminal in Gander, Newfoundland, the week of
June 15th, 1959?

2. If so, what is the name of each person, their
position with the government, in what department?

3. By what means will the members of the party
travel to Gander, on what date do they leave and
on what date do they return?

4, What is the estimated cost of the travelling
expenses to be incurred, and by what agency will
they be paid?

5. What accommodation has been provided for
the members of the official party at Gander, and for
what length of time?

6. What is the estimated cost of this accommoda-
tion and by what agency will it be paid?

7. What is the estimated cost of the official recep-
tion opening the Gander air terminal and by what
agency will this be paid?

8. Will there be any persons travelling with the
official party who are not attending the opening of
the Gander terminal in an official capacity?

9. If so, what are their names, the reasons for in-
clusion in the official party, what is the cost of
their transportation and accommodation, and by
whom will this be paid?
