On section 1,—

Hon. Mr. ABBOTT said—Section 1 is
intended to change the classification of
pease. Now, I find under the General Ins-
pection Act the Governor in Council has
power 1o classify or ehange the classifica-
tion of grains of all kinds, and that power
is frequently exercised, and the Governor
in Council can do precisely, by the exercise
of that power, what it is proposed to do
by this clause 1. On the attention of the
Minister being called to that fact, he agreed
with me in thinking that it was inexpedient
to multiply the clauses in the Statute-book
to regulateminor matters of this description
which are expressly placed within the
purview of the powers of the Governor in
Council, and that this clause is wholly
unnecessary. I therefore move that it be
struck out.
