the Conference. We arc fatisfied, that their piety, abilities, faithfulncfs, 
diligence, ufefulnefs, and long continuance in the work of the miniflry, 
entitle them to the refpeél and elteem of the whole connexion.— 
And though we are taught by our Saviour, to “ call no man 
Matter upon earth yet, regarding them as our Fathers, we con­
ceive it our duty to hear them fpeak in our conferences with that 
deference which is due to their age and character ; efpecially, as we 
are perfuaded they have greatly contributed to keep the body one 
in the Lord. We tliould think it an honour to wafh their feet; and 
our defire and prayer is, to follow them as they have followed 
Chrift! ^
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
