NOT ENTIRE EMBARGO

Exports Consigned to Nether-
lands Overseas Trust Are’
Alone Permitted.

LONDON. June 22.—An order in
council is about to he issued pfohibit-
ing the exportation of all goods to
Holland except those consigned to the
Netherlands Overseas Trust. This is
expected to stop the trade now believ-
ed to be passing thru Hollgnd into
Germany.

Expor.ation of gcods to the Nether-
lands Overseas Trust would be equi-
valent to a guarantee that no goods,
either in the form . 'received or in a
subsquent form. would reach a countfy
hostile to Great Britain.

Mr, Prettyman made the announce-
ment in introducing the ‘‘customs ex-
portation restriction bill.” He explain-
ed that a partial arrangement with
the Netherlands Trusi had been in
operation for some time and that the
British consul had mad; a favorable
-report thereon, . He added
sooner th&,tm'&% mow passing thru
Holland into Geérmany was stopped,
the better it would be for the interests
o' England. The bill “‘would enable the
extension of similar control over the
exports to other neutral countries,

Will Fine Offenders.

Provision 18 made. in the bill for a
fine of $2500 or imprisonment for two
years for violation of its terms. Con-
signors and shippers will be equally
responsible,

Mr. Prettyman said it was proposed
not only to regulate the number of
consignments exported, but to keep a
careful record of the amount of each
article going to certain countries, and
to prohibit further exportation imme-
mediately it appeared that more of aniy
article was going to any countrysthan
could normally be consymed there.

A special committee will be appoint-
ed to deal with the licenscs for ex-
porting cotton.
