1.unbernen in Onarin are mîîucih ei-
couraiged by the i ngîires fnr si m k îlîthave
been received froni all quarters. I is be.
lieved that when the milis shall close
down for the scason tihte will bc very
ittle unsold stock in the yards, and deal
ers who Io not secure their winter supp'y
durng the next couple of ionths vill in
ail probabihty be obliged ta piy liigher
prces, and they n-.a ind] it impossible to
obtaîn stock ai any price. A correspond
ent in the Georgian liay district writes
that the present activity in tradte bas not
been equalled for many years. Mili culis
which two years ago sold at $j per thons.
and now meet with a ready sale .i an ad-
vance of $2.so upon that figure, and none
of the manufacturers have any large
stock for sale. The lunbermen are ai.
ready giving some attention to preparing
for operations in the woods next winter
It is hoped that manifacitirers will exer.
cise precaution and restrict the Iog puo.
duction. Alithough the market is strong,
it would be a mistake to increase the pro.
duction to any extent. The policy o! each
manufacturer should be ta cut an avetage
stock and obtain for it a reintoerative
price.

QuattiEc AND NEw uXswicK.

In another column ill te foiund a state-
ment of tinber ineasuret ai Q.ebec up to
25th July for three ycars, by which it will be
observed that the reccipts of wancy whiie
pine this year arc about the s-me as last
season, wvhile square pine shows a large
decrease. There has also been a slighit
decrease in the receipts of red pine and
an increase in birch and iniple. Nothîng
lias transpired within she past week to
c suse the mi irket to fluctuate, atnd prices
gencrallv are steady, with a iodcraie de.
imand. The proposed harbor woiks ai
Montreal twill require a large quantity of
timber. Although the governmient has
only granted $75oooo for these works, it
is expected that over $2,oo,oco wiill I e
expendcd befote they arc conpleted.
The local denand for lumber is being re.
strictd on account af the scarcity of
structural iron, as work on large buildings
has been suspendedti until nexi season.
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
