We cannot honorably accept a peace
which would leave our sister-republic
France hopelessly expos 'I .o tie same
kind of an assault which Germany made
upon her in 1870 and in 1914.

We cannot honorably accept a peace
which would leave Great Britain crippled
and powerless to work with us in the main-
tenance of the freedom of the sea.

We cannot honorably accept a peace
which would leave the Italian demand for
unity unsatisfied, and the new Russian
Republic helpless before its foes.

Such, it seems to me, are the principles
which must guide and govern us in the
coming conference with our friends about
the terms of peace.

In regard to the right of the peoples of
the world, smaU or great, to determine
their own form of government and their
own action, we are fully committed. This
principle is fundamental to our existence
as a nation. President Wilson has reaffirmed
It again and again, never more clearly or
