“The merchants of British Columbia have 
made strenuous efforts to divert It into 
Canadian channels. Direct lines of steam­
ships have been established between l*»* 
coast cities and the Lynn Canal nnd Sti- 
keen River, and large sums of money have 
been expended in advertising that the 
Klondike gold fields are In Canada, and 
that goods therefor, lr purchased in tne 
United States, are dutiable.

“In the meantime some of the United 
States newspapers have been, and are still, 
gross!v misrepresenting xacts. and havT* 
succeeded in almost nullifying these efforts 
of British Columbia merchants.

“Much disappointment is felt here that 
so many of the Eastern Canadian news­
papers continue to refer to the Klondike 
as being in Alaska, and also frequently 
mention Seattle or San Francisco ns the 
outfitting and starting point. As miners' 
supplies are manufactured in Canada, it Is 
obviously to the advantage of the wncle 
Dominion that the outfitting should be 
done in British Columbia. Ea

“This is practically tne head waters of 

the great Yukon River. This route, al­
though very abrupt, is tne shortest of them 
all, and. so far as 1 could learn, the least 
objectionable. There was no snow on me 
coast, but fair sledding from the foot of 
Lae summit down to Llndcrman. Here I 
was detained until May 28, waiting for 
the ice to move out (as It was too rotten 
to travel over), in the most villainous wea­
ther imaginable—snow ana sleet dally, with 
a constant gale of southerly wind, some­
times increasing to a hurricane. Tnes.* 
storms are, 1 consider, tne principal dan­
ger in crossing these passes. 1 moved on 
to Lake Bennett and built a good, staunen 
boat, aud started down stream ou the 6th 
of June, the Ice having gone out ou tue 
1st. I nad five meu and a dog on board, 
and towed two Peterboro’ canoes, which 
1 bought in Victoria aim packed over the 
divide. It Is a wonderful waterway, 
through Lake Bennett, Lake Tagisb, Mursa 
Lake, Lake La barge, Lewes River and Fort 
belkirk, and then, after jiussiug the Junc­
tion of thé Belly, on down the mighty 
Yukon to Dawson. The stream is very 
fast—-from four to seven miles an hour. 2 
ran all the rapids, including toe muen- 
dreaded White Horse, without accident. 1 
had an old Ottawa River man with me, 
and it was child's play to hlm. I ran day 
and night, as there is no darkness, and 
did the trip in about eight days, actual 
running time. My best ritu was 138 miles 
in 24 hours. I was becalmed two and a 
half days in Labarge, and hauled out on 
the beach the first night out on Lake Ben­
nett. on account of a leak, so did not ar­
rive till June 18.

seekers. The police were well under way 
with their barracks buildings, although 
they were only a w’eek ahead of me. I 
found, us I had anticipated, that all the 
claims on Bonanza. aiid.-RIdorado Creeks 
had been taken up. In fact, all creeks in 
this district had been staked from the 
mouth clean up to the ice. I also discover­
ed that there was very little prospecting 
done in the summer, as the surface water 
prevents it.

“The rivers w*ere all bank full, and it 
was next 
stream.
building a cabin 12x24 a little below Daw­
son, which I subsequently sold for $500.

“After remaining here a month, I man­
aged to purchase interests in some ver^ 
valuable claims on Bonanza and Dominion 
Creeks. I started my men to work on the 
Bonanza elaim, building a cabin and cut­
ting wood, etc., and left on July 2G oa 
board the P. B. Weare, river steamer, for 
Ft. Michael. 1 ran aground on a sand­
bar two days later, and remained there 
disabled for 18 long, weary days and nights, 
when we wore taken off by the 1. I. Heul£, 
and did not reach St. Michael till Aug. 2o, 
just 30 days from Dawson, a journey usu­
ally made in five or six days. I sailed /a 
the steam-schooner Excels! 3? for San Fran­
cisco next day—27th—and pu the 28th "she 
ran aground in the Behring Sea, about GO 
miles from land. We managed to float her 
after 17 hours by the passengers shoveling 
coal forward from the after-bunkers, but, 
unfortunately, the 
only one of the bla 
were 80U miles from Unalaska aud Dutch 
Harbor, where we were bound for to take 
on coal. This place is in the chain of 
Aleutian Islands, and it took us till Sept. J. 
to reach there in oiir disabled state, lte- 
nrainetl here till Sept. 6. naving to beacu 
the vessel aud uuship the propeller. The 
Humboldt, a new vessel, having arrived 
from St. Michael, bound for Seattle, i 
left the Excelsior and took passage in her, 
making several days thereby, and arriving 
in Seattle on the morning of the 13th. 
William Ogilvie was on board the Excel­
sior, and" lias. I see. arrived In Sail Fran­
cisco before this. We nad about 90 pas­
sengers going out. and, I fancy, about 
$250,000 worth of dust-

"There is no doubt at all about the won­
derful richness of Eldorado and Bonanza 
Creeks, but when I left nothing else very 
startling had been discovered, although 
Dominion Creek was reported to have good 
prospects. and several interests had 
changed hands. $1500 having been paid for 
r one-quarter interest In an uuprospected 
claim.

“Of course, inside we knew nothing of 
this great excitement out here, except 
from the number of vessels in St. Michael 
harbor and the number of people strug­
gling to get over the different pusses, i 
bid afraid there will be a shortage of pro­
visions. The only hope for the people at 
the diggings is that this unfortunate,strug­
gling mass of humanity, which is r:>ported 
to be now on the south side of the diuereui 
summits, will uever reach its destination, 
and will either go Into winter quarters or 
return to civilization, which, according to 
latest reports, seems probable.

•I can quite realize all the horrors de­
scribed bv Capt. Lee and Superintendent 
Mc.IUrec in the White Pass, and foil to 
understand why tbe Government sent tbe 
police in that way. Chllcoot. is bad 
enough, God knows, but it has the advan­
tage of being short, as by it tbe journey is 
onlv about 25 miles from salt water to 
Lake Linderman. I don’t know wno rec­
ommended the White Pass, but I was in­
formed at Dyea that no one had ever been 
through it. At any rate. It was simply 
idiotic to imagine that 3000 horses count 
be taken over a trail in tuat country. un­
less it was properly built, the bad places 
bridged and soft spots corduroyed, etc., 
none of which, I understand, has been 
done.

“It is most Important that a tegm*1- 
mail service should be established this 
Minter by the Canadian Government, and 
I am inclined to think, from all report», 
that Jack Dalton's trail Mould be the best 
route to open up from Chllcoot to_ 1 ejly^ 
then go down oil the lev about l**» 
to Dawson. The old-timers tell me it J* 
next to impossible to get doivn on the ice 
with (los tr.iIns, ns the Yukou River does 
not frvi’zc up like the Ottawa or St. ï^nu- 
ronce, but freezes in great masses and 
piles up in all sorts of humps, which have 
to be gone round or cut through.

“It is time that Canada woke up out o.

Davis 
with regard to the removal of the Refuge 
for Girls from the contaminating Influence 
of the Reformatory for Women, and with 
regard to the Inauguration of nil efficient 
system of classification in the latter Insti­
tution. t .

The secretary was also requested to com­
municate with Sir Oliver Mowat wit. re­
gard to making preparation for the intro­
duction of prison reform legislation at the 
next session of the Dominion Parliament, 
such legislation to include the Inauguration 
of the indeterminate sentence system, i.e., 
aid to prisoners discharged from the peni­
tentiaries of Canada, as also a grant to 
promote the formation and maintenance of 
Charities and Correction.

pounds of tobacco secreted Of courde. be 
setzod tho tobacco and toas*t. Later on
