Niagara Falls Power.

About the Timbler Policy.

In reply to Mr. Whitney, the Attorney-
General stated that the Government was
not awafe that a man by the name of BEd-
dy accompanied the deputation of Michigan
lumbermen to Toronto last September, nor
was the Government aware whether or not
such a man _.was a member of the deputa-
tion; nor was thé Government aware that
¥ddy was one of the leaders of the move-
ment in the United States resulting In the
Dingley BHI imposition on Canadian lum-

ber.

Mr. Whitney then put to the Attorney-
General his series of questions, based upon
information to the eftect that the“Govern-
ment of Canada was nsig;g its influence on
the Ontario Government with regard to
timber licenses.

Mr. Hardy denied that any communica-

_ tions had taken place between the two’
Governments in the matter, and disavowed
all knowledge of  the Dominion Govern-
ment's attitude towards the Ontario Gov-
ernment’s timber policy.

Later, on the strength of the Premier’s
statements, the Op tion leader withdrew
his motion for an order of the House for
all correspondence between the two Gov-
drnments on the timber question.

First Readings. .

“An act respecting the atttachment of
moneys in the hands of the Crown.”

““An act to amend the Municipal Act.”—
Mr. Kidd.
. The Budget Debate,

Mr, Matheson, resuming the debate on the
budget, took up his argument where he
had left it off the night before. The de
ficits for the three expired years or this
Parliament totalled in all over a miilion
and a quarter of dollars, and he proceeded
to show how the Government had drawn
or capital account to meet these deficits.
The Government’s bookkeeping at the Cen-
tral Prison and other institutions was next
criticized.

Then, though the amount spent on edu-
cation had greatly increased in the last 10
years, it all went to keep up technical and
pedagogical schools and the like, and very
ltlittle extra aid was given the municipali-

es.

Mr. Matheson then indicated that, ac-
cording to his own figuring, the Provincial
Treasurer would have a deficit in 1898 of
460,000—nearly half a million. Mr. Har
rourt estimated the expenditure of the com-
Ing year at $3,397,367; but to this should
be added $100,000 for supplementary esti-
mates, $85.000 for election expenses $124,-
B3G for railway certificates, and $97,200 for
payable annuities. This ralsed the esti-
mated expenditure for the coming year to
$3.803,903, and to meet this the Government
estimated its income would be $3,313,372,
This would leave a deficit of nearly half a
Tilllon. How long was this to go on? The
Government could not go on forever selling
timber limits, and its drainage debentures
would soon be exhausted. He wished
to impress upon the country how serious
the state of affairs was. The province
rould not forever go on borrowing. .

Says There i No Surpiu-.

Taking up the boasted surplus, Mr.
Matheson denied its existence. The Sand-
ficld Maedonald Government during its
term of office had expended over $3,000,000
less than it received. This present Govern-
ment, on the other hand, had up to the end
of 1889 enjoyed receipts of $79,000,000, but
had in the same period expended $83,000,-
000, or nearly $4,000,000 more than its
revenue. This $4,000,000 consisted of mno-
thing more nor less than the surplus left
by the Sandfield Macdonald administration.

On the question of the common school
fund, Mr. Matheson observed that the
Government had squandered its share of
the land improvement sales, and thus roll-
ed up a big indebtedness to the Dominion.
In 1891 the province, being hard up, Secur-
ed $500,000 from the Donfinion Govern-
ment. These items and one or two others
made up the $2.000,000 owed the Domindon
Government, and chargeable against the
trust funds of the provinee, which should
have been kept sacredy intact.

As a resnit of the Government’s ex-
travagance, there was not a dollar avail-
able for expenditure.

Robert Anderson of London, Eng.. an Ex-
pericneed Miner, Says it s the
Richest in the Weorld.

Ottawa, Dec. 15.—Mr. Robert Anderson of
London, Eng., is at the Kussell He re-
turned about two months ago from Dawson
City, where he went in July last. He was
there about 30 days altogether, and exam-
ined the principal claims of the region. He
is a practical miner, having had 25 years’
experience in mines in Africa, Australia,
jalifornia and Mexico, and says that the
Yukon region offers greater possibilities
than apy country in the world.

Mr. Anderson has applied for a lease of
a large tract of land, which it Is Impos-
sible to work by the methods now in use
in the country, and if this is secured will
organize a company to mine the tract by
hydraulic process.
