" WHITE PASS RAILWAY.

Lake Bennett Will Be Reached Next
Month-1500 Men at
Work.

An official statement of the progress of
the White Pass and Yukon Rallway appears
in the current number of The Railiroad Ga-
zette, New York, The statement says: The
section of the road over the White Pass
from Skaguay, Alaska, to the Canadian side,
is owned by the Pacific & Arctic Railway
& Navigation Co. While the line within
the Mmits of British Columbia s owned by
the British Columbia Yukon Railway Com-
pany, that section of the Canadlan line
outside of the British Columbia Province s
to be owned by the Britists Yukon Company,
and these three lines are to be operated by a
parent company known as the White Pass &
Yukon. Close Bres., & Co., of London, Eng.,
and Ohicago, are the financial agents of
the company. The distance from Skaguay
to the summit Is about 20 miles, and from
the summit to Lake Bennett about 25 miles,
The company has about 1500 men employed,
and will be glad to have double than num-
bér. Trains are running about half way to
‘the summit of the pass, and it is expected
that they will reach the summit early in
September, and the lakes about a month
later. * The heavy rock c¢ut on Poreupine
Hill, which has been an obstacle to rapld
progress, is finished. The rock cut at the
summit of the pass Is aleo completed and
ready for track, and much of the heavy
work on intermedfate points is nearing com-
pletion. This includes two or three long
heavy rock cuts, and two short vunnels.
The maximum grade is 3.0 per cent., and
the maximum curve 16 degrees. There are
several bridges, none of which require dif-
ficult or unusual comstruction. The larger
bridges will be of iron, and the smaller
ones trestles. At Skaguay are to be located
a large wharf, custom house, etc., which
are now building. The line is three feet
gauge, and the rails 56-1b. It is especially
built for winter operation, so as to avold
snow blockades, ete. Several syndicates
have been organized to run freight and
stage lines this winter between the end of
the constructed line and the interior,

The continuation of the line from Fort
Bennett to Fort Selkirk is to be pushed
as rapidly as possible, but it will not be
pessible to work during the winter, on
account of the short days and severity of
the weather. The company hopes to have
the line completed to Fort Selkirk before
the end of next year. Survering parties
are running lines on that section and the
seation will be determined after the
parties come in this fall.
