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ASTERS IN TWO DAYS

Fifty-Three People Killed While Travelling in Trains and Eighteen Drowned
| While Embarking on a Steamer.

LOADED TROLLEY CAR
~ WENT OVER TRESTLE.

Terrible Disaster Near -Bridgeport, Conn., in
Which Thirty-Six I’eople Went to Death. -

Car Jumped the Rails and Fell a Distance of Forty Feet, While the

Motor Crushed

Bridgeport,- Conn., = Aug. 5.—The most
frightful catastrophe recorded in Connecti-
cut for nearly half a century occurred
shortly before 4 o’clock this afternoon on
the Stratford extension of the Shelton
Street Rallway Company, when a “loaded
car wént over the trestle over Peck’s mill
pond, at Oronoque, about six miles north
of Bridgeport, and sank in the flats 40 feet
below. Thus far, 36 people are known to
be dead, and several more injured. Only
two persons are known to have escaped un-
harmed. It is believed that there were 43
passengers on the car, but the indicator was
removed by a conductor of another car, and
spirited away, so that at present it is Im-
possible to state accurately the number
aboard. :

Scene of the Accident,

The scene of the accident is midway be-
tween Shelton and Bridgeport. The car was
north-bound, running towards Shelton. It
was in charge of Conductor John Carroll of
Bridgeport (who was among the killed), and
Motorman Hamllth{ of Bridgéport. He
escaped by jumping.

Trestle Was Not Protected,

The trestle is 440 feet long, made .of iron,
with stone foundations, and was not pro-
tected by any guard ralls. South of the
trestle is quite an incline, on whnich the cap
ran down at a very fast rate of speed. After
it ran on to the trestle for about 10 feet,
the trucks left the rails, and then the car
continued on the ties for about 75 feet,
when it went off the trestle and dropped
into the pond below, overturning complete-
ly and up-ending.

How They Wére Killed.

When the car stryck, the motor, which
welighed four tons, and the heavy trucks,
crushed into it, instantly killing many of
the passengers. :

Doctors J. C. Lynch, R. W. Ivors and J.
M. Johnson of Bridgeport, who wére passen-
gers on a car a short distance behind, were
quickly on the scene and rendered all pos-
sible assistance to the injured. Word was
quickly sent- to Bridgeport, and three am-
bulances and a police wagon were hurried
to the scene, and the injured were taken to
the Bridgeport General Hospital. A nnm-
ber of other conveyances were also pressed
into service to convey persons to the hospl-
tal.

Improvised a Morgue.

Medical Examiner Coggeswell of Strat-
ford improvised a morgue in the main room
of the Town Hall at Stratford, and In a
very short time 23 bodies were laigd out
awaiting identification.

Was Running Too Fast

Few Escaped Instant Death,

Undertaker Curtls of Stratford was notl-
fled almost immediately after the accident,
and sent all sorts of conveyances to take
the bodies to the improvised morgue. Near-
ly the entire medical force of ridgeport
responded to telephone calls, but when rhe
doctors arrived they were able to render
but little assistance, ag, s0 few escaped In-
stant death. The car, after u -ending,
soon settled over on its side, and there was '
little difficulty in removing the bodies of
the dead, as well as assisting the woundgd.

One theory advanced is that faulty con-
struction is responsible for the aecident,

At the point where the cars leave the
road for the trestid, it is alleged that the
rails had sunk a little, and though the for-
ward trucks took the rails all right, the
rear trucks did not connect and jumped the
track, which caused the forward trucks to
also leave the iron. It is believed that it
proper -guard rails had been placed on the
trestle, the cars would have been prevent-
ed from toppling over.

Scene at the Wreck,

The scene about the wrecked car was
one of horror and seemed to prevent all the
early ones on the scene from rendering ts-
sistance. Fortunately a1l that were not in-
stantly killed were rendered unconscious,
8o that few of the gruesome scenes :on-
nected with most disasters were evi-
denced. All of the persons killed sustained
fractured skulls.

Calverly on the Scene,

A camping party, which included Clif-
ford ‘Calverly, the rope walker, were in the
vicinity and they rendered  congiderable us-
sistance.

Some Sad Incidents,

One of the pathetic scenes was that of a
lifeless - baby reclining in the arms of a
dead man and the infant seemed to be smil-
ing and asleep.

Another sad incident was noticed syhen
the 3-year-old son of Mrs. J. H. Rugg was
frantically appealing to his mother, who
was one of the victims. His sister, 5 years
old, had her left arm broken.

Looking for Their Dead,

The Stratford Town Hall, where the
bedies were taken, was soon besieged by
more than one thousand persons, some of
whom had relatives or friends among the
dead, and Deputy Sheriffs Blakeman of
Shelton, Helsler of Bridgeport, and Stagg
of Stratford had considerable difficulty in
handling the crowd of weeping women and
anxious men,

Pickpockets at Work,

In the early evening it was estimated that
upwards of 6000 people visited the vicinity
and pickpockets took advantage of {he
crowd to secure considerable beoty. Al
the bodies of the Bridgeport dead and the
few unidentified were taken to the Morgue
at Bridgeport late to-night.

Pleasure Seekers Going to See the Warships at

IS0 Meet Disaster.

Eighteen of the Bodies Have Been Identified and Divers Are Still
: Looking for Other Victims.

Bar Harbor, Me., Aug. 6.—With the light-
est of hearts, amid laughter and exchange
of merry comment, for so many of them
were known to each other, nearly a score
of excursionists ran to their death at
Mount Desert Ferry tosday. The catastro-
phe was frightful In the extreme, for it
came while scores of persons, young and
old, were penned Into a trap, to escape from
which they fought with desperation agninst
great odds. It was the worst accident re-
membered in the history of the State, and
especially in the career of the Maine Cen-
tral Road, under whose auspices so .Jaany
excursionists had been brought there. ‘I'wo
hundred of them, or about that number,
rushing from the train to the boat which
was to carry them to Bar Harbor were
without warning plunged into the water
through a fatal trap.

A Terrible Scene,

Penned in on three sides by the piling of
the wharf, and on the fourth by the boat,
they fought for a few minutes, while a
bundred or more excursionists, stupefied,
and failing at first to realize the enormity
of the tragedy they were witnessing,  look-
ed down from the whart above, The Maine
Central Rallroad to-day ran excyrsions
to Bar Harbor from all sections of #ts line
in Maine, the attraction being the warships
which were expected to-day. All the fore-
noon long trains packed with excursionists
were rushing ‘to Bar Harbor. The train
“Which left Bangok at 8.25 consisted of 12
sert Ferry, the terminus.of the line,: the
train is left for the boat, for an’eight-mile
sall to Bar Harbor. The trains run out on
to the wharf, and it is but a step from

the train to the boat. The whart is owned

How It Occurred,

From the wharf a slip or gang plank 40
feet long and 10 feet wide, led up
to the Dboat. The slip was hinged
at the inner end, the outer end being
supported by chaing, by which it was rais-!

Theé whart
extends on both sides flush with the end|
of the gangplank. When the excursion|
train from Bangor arrived at the ferry
there was a rush for the steamer supp!w.;

A few clyng to the inclined sides of the
plank, but at least 150 were struggling in
the water.

The Work of Rescue,

After the first moment of stlipefication |
the work of rescue began. Repes and llfe;
preservers were thrown to the crowd, but |
in the panic the people in the water cluteh- |
ed one another, and many sank thus in!
groups. In a death grappie. Many taken |
from the water were unconscious and were
revived with difflculty. Doctors were sum-|
moned from all directions, but it was half
an hour before the first arrived. The freight
house at. the ferry was turped .nto. a
morgue, the bodies being taken there for
identification as fast as recovered. By noon |
17 had been recelved. Three other persons
were taken on board the Sappho and died
on the way to Bar Harbor, *

How Many Were Lost ?
