FRUITS WILL YIELD HALF A CROP

"HARD WINTER KILLED MANY BUDS

Fifiy Per Cent of Peach Trees Destroyed, Strawberry Plants Suf-
fered From Great Depth of Snow, and Field Mice Wrought
Great Destruction to'Small Trees and Shrubs—Reports

: ! From the

The World asked its correspondents in-
the fruit belt for a report on the
prospects for the year’s crops. The re-
ports received indicate that there has
been considerable damage wrought by
the hard winter and the late opening
of spring. : ;

Thruout the western section of the
province, in the Counties of Essex and
Kent, as well as in the Njagara district, '
there will probably be not more than
§lalt a crop;of some fruits, while other
buds are almost entirely destroyed. The
reports agree that about &0 per cen.
Ol the peach trees were Kkilled, and
many growers are cutung iue Jead
Woud duwn and burning it. Puum vuas
suitered by the conunued cold weather,
and im some localities the high per-
centage or ip Or tne muropean variecies
has veen destroyea. FPears promise &
good crop and apples will be a tair
yield, altno probaviy not as good as
lest year, when there was an unpre-
cedented crop. As to the grapes tnere
Wwill be a decrease in the proauction,
?ruit growers have not in the past
qu_nd grape growing very prontaple,
oewing to the low prices realized, and
MY e them are cutting out whatever
vines they have left and putung in
inore p ductive crops. In the western
section of the province especially is this
the case. There will hardly be enough'
'gyapes there for home consumption.
Jhe earliest crop, that is strawberries,
will not be profitable, judging from
reports received from the Oakville and
uther strawberry growing districts, The '
rlants were pretty well ruined by the
great depth of -snow. However, many
of the other small late fruits will yteid
a fair average crop.

The: frost played havoc with the
young orchard trees, and Essex County
reports that fully one-third of the trees
under four years old have been killed
by mice. When the winter is very hard
the mice are driven to attack the bark
of trees, especially apple and cherry,
for food. They bore unc}a2;C the snow

on the ground and makes their nests
close to a particularly 1 ious: tree,
which they destroy by gnawing a strip
ot the bark all the way around the tree
This is sure death to the tree. These
little pests have been particularly active
Guring the past winter, owing to the
snow covering the ground.’
! B

IN YORK COUNTY. 3

That the past winter will exercise any !
appreciable effect upon.the fruit situa-
tion in York County is not by any
means an accepted fact. Instances are
not wanting that winters of unusuzl
severity have sometimes been fuiiowed
by seasons of abundance in which hoth
small and large fruits have benefited.
That the County of York is especially
adapted for the cultivation of smail
fruits is not a recognized fact among
fruit -growers, but it is fairly repre-
sentative of those bordering on the
lake. .

Thomas Jonson of Scarboro has de-
voted some forty acres of his fine farm
to the purpose of fruit-growing, which
is evidence of his unbounded faith in’
the future of this branch of agricul-
ture. In the number of barrels of ap-
ples, and the revenue derived there-
from, Mr. Tonson stands at the head of |
the list. Among many others possess-
ing fine orchards in Scarboro are
Thomas Hood, Archibald Muir, Alex-,
ander Muir, Reeve Andrew Young,|
Jdames Renrile, Richard Thompson, John.|
Patterson and many
‘others. In York Township, John White,
iSamuel Morgzan, John Morgan, and in
/Markham Township = William Hood,
William Milliken, Jesse Noble, John
Pike, John Young, Adam Hood, Alex-
ander Donaldson and many others.
That the orchard as a revenue produc-
ing factor is a most Imnortant adjunct |
to the farm is now readily recognized. :

As to the conditions which this sea=-
son prevail, and the damage, if any, in-
flicted upon the orchards by the lonc-
continued and intensely cold weather
of last winter ,a hapvy feature is the
optimistic tone which generally pre-
vaile. In the northern, as well as the
southern portions of the county, beyond
the ordinary injury which follows. as

ed to be remarkably small. In some
instanccs: farmers report that in the
voung orchards fleld mice have inflicted

PRODUCE BUSINESS DULL.

Montreal, Que.,, May 17.—Mr. A. J.
Brice, who returned from Europe on
the Cedric, stated that the produce
business had been poorer than he had |
seen it for a quarter of a century. |
People in England still consume a good
deal of butter and cheese, and other
Canadian products, he said, but there
are two causes for the recent deprs-
sion. In the first place the depres-
sion in the cotton bysiness caused mills
to be closed down or run half timZ.

IN SOUTH ESSEX.

. Kingsville, May 17.—(Special).—Oni;
a few years ago peach trees in this sec{
tion were nearly all killed by the sevsre
winter, and from present prospects the
Winter just passed will prove equaliy
as disastrous, if not more so. Regard-
ing peach trees, it is a trifle early yet
tp ascertain the extent of the damage.
Many trees are coming out in blopm
which will gradually turn brown and
die in a few weeks, there being enough
life in the trunk to start the bloom, but
not enough to sustain it.+ On cutting
into the bark near the ground on peach
trees, it is found in almost every in-

denceﬁof sure death. Probably more
than 75 per cent. of the bearing stock
is dead. Many. growers are already
cutting down their trees and burning
them; a few are leaving them for a
while, hoping that a large per cent, will
bear this year at any rate. In some
sections mice have also caused consid-
erable damage to fruit trees and shrub-
bery. 4 AR

Plums.—The European varieties suf-
fered badly, perhaps 75 per -cent, aof
these being killed. The Japan vari-
eties were untouched and promise an
abundant yield. ‘

Pears.—Wintered well and promise a
good crop.

Apples.—From present prospects will
be fully as good, if not better, than last
year, which was considered a very [fair
year all round.

Strawberries.—Have wintered poorly

and will not be half a crop. Many
patches are frozen entirely out. Some
flelds that were mulched well bave

come thru all right, but in many cases
the mulching did not save them.

'Grapes.~Practically done in this sec-
tion. Most growers have pulled up
thgir vines and burned them. The low
prices for grapes the past few years
have been the cause of this.

On the whole peaches and strawber-
ries and grapes will be scarce; plums
perhaps half the usual crop; other
fruits fully up to the average,

ESSEX COUNTY FRUIT.

Windsor, May 17. — (Special.) — The
fruit outlook for Essex County is on
tpe whole not very promising. It is es-
timated that fully fifty per cent. of the
peach trees have been Kkilled outright.
There was a late growth last fall, so
that the wood of the tree did not ma-
ture before winter set in, which was
the severest experienced in this local-
ity for many vears. The peach trees,
however, would have come thru all
right. in epite of the winter, so promin-
ent fruit growers say, had it not been
for the late fall growth of the tree re-

sulting from the warm, wet weather. |

The trees that remaln are heavily lad-

en with good buds, ‘and it i{s thought |

will make up largely for the loss en-
tailed by the trees that have been kill-
ed. The peach crop will be much less
than that of last year.

Plums have suffered serfously, but
the trouble has been more in connec-
tion with the buds than with the
trunks of the trees, as in the case of
{the peach trees. ; ’

The market crop of grapes will be
about the same ‘4¢P ¥dst year. Fruit
growers of Essex County are gradually
curtailing their vineyard areas. There
is not one ton of grapes grown at pres-
ent as compared with fifty ten years
ago. It is doubtful'if there will be suf-
ficient quantity of grapes to supply the
home demand. ’

Of orchard trees generally, it is esti-

four years old have been killed by mice.
McNeil, senior Dominion
fruit inspector, whose home is at Walk-
erville, North Essex, is authority for
this statement. This misfortune, be
says, might have been “obviated had
fruit growers taken the precauiion to
place a collar, a few inches high ~of
wood or metal about the base of the
tree. W. W. Kilborn, a prominent
fruit grower in the southern portion cf
the county, avoided the ravages of mice
by heaping a few spades full of clay
abhout the lower part of the trunk. This
serves-a% a protection, as the little ro-
dent will not climb the mound nor at-
tempt to gnaw thru the frozen earth.

Small fruits came thru the winter
safely. Strawberry vines are in a
healthy condition, except in rare in-
stances where they were smothered un-
der very deep snow banks.
