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nyJ rBy a vote of 59 to 19 the Whitney 
Government yesterday carried the re­
solution respecting the bill Introduced 
into the senate recently to incorporate 
the Ontario and Michigan Power Co. 
The opposition objected to the follow­
ing clause in the resolution, the full 
text of which appeared In yesterday’s 
World : ,

"That, this house views with alarm 
the repeated encroachment of the par­
liament of Canada on the rights of the 
province and Its efforts to withdraw 
from provincial Jurisdiction and con­
trol works of a purely provincial char­
acter, and earnestly protests against 
such action, which this house believes 
to be contrary, If not,: 
the spirit of the British 
Act and to the intention of its framers."

This was regarded as a reflection on 
the federal government, tho Premier 
Whitney disclaimed such an intention.

Hon. A. G. MacKay moved the fol­
lowing amendment:

"That gll the words In the resolution 
after the tfords ‘generated by means of 
them’ be. struck out. and the following 
substituted therefor:

“ ‘That this house, while not unmind­
ful that the bill Is only a private bill, 
and not a public act, to which the gov­
ernment of Canada 1» committed, 
deems it advisable and timely to em­
phatically and unanimously express Its- 
disapproval of the said hill in some of 
its parts, and to assert and declare the 
rights of this province in the premises.

Assertion of Sovereignity.
“ ‘And this house, while not claim­

ing the right or power to deal with in­
ternational matters, firmly asserts Its 
territorial sovereignty over lands, riv­
ers, streams, water powers and water 
privileges within the confines of the 
province; as also Jurisdiction with re­
ference to international rivers, and wa­
ter powers of water privileges thereon, 
and to the land; there underlying, to 
the thread or middle of the river,

“ ‘And this house expresses its opin­
ion that It Is the ’duty of this govern­
ment upon all such occasions, without 

j specific directions or Instructions frojn 
i this house, to use and adbpt all rea- 
’ soluble means and measures to safe­

guard In any and all respects the rights 
of the Province of Ontario,

” ‘And this house hereby declares Its 
approval of the actions of the past gov­
ernments ef this province In defending 
and maintaining the rights of the pro­
vince and hereby declares Its readiness 
and determination to support all law­
ful means requisite to assert, main­
tain and defend the legislative and ter­
ritorial sovereignty of the province 
against encroachment from any and 
every quarter,

” ‘And this house recommends that a 
conference between the government of 
Canada and the governments of, the 
several provinces b'e held with a view 
of arriving at a reasonable solution or 
settlement of all matters in doubt as 
to. the respective Jurisdictions of the 
government of Canada and that of the 
various provinces, and that if neces­
sary Imperial legislation be obtained to 
confirm said settlement.’ ’’

The amendment was defeated on a 
party division, , Allan Studholme sup­
porting the government, and the reso­
lution was carried on the same vote.

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The British Armv
v Scheme.
Formerly the British army of 

regulars and auxiliary forces, 
comprised militia, yeomanry, 
and volunteers, all with a spe­
cial organization and standing 
of their own, and all more or 
less in administrative conflict, 
now there will be a national 
army, one and indivisible. The 
voluntary principle will con­
tinue. but this new national 
army will consist of two lines 
and only two. The first, or re­
gular army, numbering 160,000 
men, in six divisions; and the 
second, or territorial army, 
made up of the volunteers and 
yeomanry, organized into 14 
divisions of all arms, will be 
the so-called oversea force, to 
co-operate abroad with the navy, 
while the latter will only be 
bound to act as home fenclbles.

The militia now become re­
gulars—of a sort. Hitherto the 
militiamen /took on for home 
defence only, but now they will 
be required to enlist for six 

for service abroad, justyears
like regulars, but with this dif­
ference: that, they will only 
form a fighting reserve to the 
regiments at the front to make 
good the "wastage of war"— 
estimated at about 60 per cent, 
per annum, . and at the same 
tltne form additional units for 
lines of communication, garri­
son duty and other purposes.

In fact, the militia will hence­
forth correspond^pretty nearly 

to the German landwehr, wheih 
forms an Integral, If reserve, 
portion o fthe kalser’c army.
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
