In the early days of St. John's church
its appearance was of the utmost sim-
plicity. = There was no chancel; the holy
table was placed at the northern wall,
with two erections (pulpit and ‘reading
desk being of equal height), on either
side. Before the consecration, the ros-
trum on ' the. right hand was used as a
pulpit, while after, the order was Te-
versed. 5

In May, 1853, St. John’s church was
legally separated from Trinity, with the
title of parish of St. Mark—the district
including the whole eity morth of Union
street.

On the 10th of June they
reported m favor of the lot on wh_lch
St. John's church now stands, belonging
to Judge Chipman (the elder Waxd Chip-
man), at the same t'ime_reportmg an of-

Sir Howard Douglas, then governor of
Wew Brunswick, made a grant of £600 to-
wards the church’s completion out of the
king’'s casual revenues, conditional on the
reservation of a double pew for the gov-
ernment, and a section of the gallery for
the troops.

On Sunday, September 11th, _18_24, the
church was first opened for rhyme ser-
vice, the governor attending  in st%te.
Prayers, were read by Rev. Frederick Cos-
ter,' curate of Trinity, and the sermon
preached by Archdeacon Best of Frede'réc-
ton. On Sunday, July 16th, 1826, St.
John’s church was consecrated by Bishop
Inglie. The text of the sermon preached
by the bishop was Heb. 11, 20: The Lord
s in His holy temple” It is remembered
that the same sermon, of at any rate the
same text, did duty fourteen years late}',
when Bishop Inglis consecrated St. Luke’s
church, Portland, in the summer of 1840.

The following description of the open-
ing of St. John’s church, taken from an
old newspaper, may be of interest to our

“ifteen ‘hundred persons, has been erect-
ed at preat expense through the ]ibera'nl
contributions of the inhabitants of this
city, aided and assisted by a munificent
grant from His IExcellency Sir Howard
Douglas, and the building does infinite
credit to those who have had the sup-
erintendence of it. The Communion
cloth, cushion, etc., and the hangings of
the pulpit and reading desk, which are
very costly and splendid, have been pre-
gented by the ladies of the Episcopal
congregation of this city, and the great-
est praise is due to them for such an
act of piety and charity, and may they,
through the preaching of the lattgr vir-
tue (‘this most excellent gift’) in its
most comprehensive sense, derive every
comfort and consolation within its hal-
Jowed walls, and may all those who,
through the bounty of the Almighty,
have been enabled to contribute their
mite towards its completion, be amply
rewarded with all temporal satisfaction

At the time of the separation the
clergyman in charge was Rev. G. Stewart,
who also taught in the grammar school,
where he had a reputation for severe ris-
cipline, long remembered by his pupils.
It is understood that he aspired to the
rectorship,
given to Rev. G. M. Armstrong, who
held the rectorship for 84 years. Mr.
Armstrong’s family filled an important
place in the church history of the ecity.
The Rev. John Armstrong, and his two
sons, who were also clergymen, came
from South America, and occupied the
parishes of St. John’s, St. James’, and
St. Jude’s for many years. All were
men: of high character ‘and culture, and
of strongly defined evangelical tenets,
but  always mitigating the. sternness of
controversy by the demeanor of Chris-
tian gentlemen, and the education of
scholars.

Rev. G. M. Armstrong was most dis-

tinguished as a preacher, his reputation
in this respect. extending over Canada.
He erected the district ‘church of St.
;Mary’s for ‘the distant part of his par-
ish. ring the various visitations of
epidemics both of cholera and smallpox,
he displayed heroic courage in constant-
ly visiting the sick.” His relations to
Bishop Medley were marked by mutual
rggard and respect, although not a few
times they came into conflict. The story
is told that after one sermon in St.
John’s church by the bishop, Mr. Arm-
strong told his diocesan that he “had
not preached Christ.” Bishop Medley
accepted the rebuke without animosity,
and on the occasion of his next visit
to England, appointed Mr.  Armstrong
his commissary during his absence.
. In the year 1872 certain alteraticms and
improvements were made in the edifice. A
chancel .was added and the organ moved
from the south gallery. A stained glass
wmdm'{ of costly material, but very un-
attractive pattern, was placed in the end
of the chancel, where it remained until
t.hIe ﬁl;la] restoration in 1895.

n the year 1886 Mr. Armstrong’s health
bég_ai\ to fail, and in the followinz year he
resigned e charge which  for thirty-four
years he had exercised with exemplary
power and devotion. After a considerable
period of search, the rectorship was offer-
ed to and refused by Rev. Hartley Car-
michael, brother of the present Bishop
coadjutor of Montreal, -

The vestry then turned towards Kng-
land, for a new rector, and finally for-
warded a unanimous invitation to Rev.
Johq de Soyres, a graduate of the Uni-
versity of Cambridge, where he had form-
erly been a lecturer in diwinity. Rev. Mr.
de Soyres entered wpon his duties al rec-
tor in April, 1888, having been ted
February. 3rd; and during the seventeen
years of his rectorship St.Johnig;church
maintained its position as a congregation,
