The correspondent declares he falls to 
understand why a mass of Austrian 
troops was kept quiescent In Galicia dur­
ing two critical months instead of being 
transferred to the Vilna front for the 
profit of the decisive operation there. He 
considers that in this the Germans show­
ed poor strategy and threw away an op­
portunity which may never recur.

The Petrograd correspondent of the 
Times thinks the appointment of Gen­
eral Polivanoff, minister of war, as prem­
ier will be announced soon.

The Post’s Petrograd correspondent de­
clares it is no secret that many attempts 
have been made through Teutonic insti­
gation to remove the Grand Duke from 
his command by violence, and explains 
that masterly as the Russian retirement 
has been, a retreat does not appeal to the 
public mind.

Hence, he says, it may be supposed 
that the emperor’s action was to unite 
the entire nation in carrying on the war.

The Chronicle says:
“Whatever the changes may Involve, 

they are clearly not the outcome of any 
flattering resolve on Russia’s part. On 
the contrary they are the pledge of great­
er exertions and larger sacrifices. What 
is puzzling about them is the position of 
the Grand Duke Nicholas. Despite the 
Czar’s cordial rescript to his cousin, it 
looks as If that remarkable man is for 
the time being in eclipse.. By the world 
it will be regarded as proof that he fail­
ed as generalissimo. Such a belief will 
be grievously unjust to a very gifted and 
unselfish man. The Grand Duke haa not 
failed. There was no failure in Rus­
sian generalship, any more than there 
was failure in bravery on the part of the 

Hussian troops.”
The Daily News says: “The emperor, 

in effect, has nailed his colors to the mast 
before the world. The most sanguine 
hopes of Gérmany can no longer give 
semblance of reality to any lingering 
doubt of the unity and resolution of Rus­
sia.”

The Daily Mail says: “We may take 
the change to mean that in the solemn 
hours through which Russia is 
passing the sentiment of religious 
thusiasm and loyalty, which only the 
Czar’s personal presence can inspire, is 
to be invoked, when all else that man 
can do has been done. It will not be 
forgotten that during the French ad­
vance to Moscow in 1813 Czar Alex­
ander I. was present with his armies, 
commanding them personally until the 
eve of Borodino.”

Sergt. Knight then made an appeal for 
recruits in the style that is now well 
known.

New York, Sept 10—Free for what 
years may remain to him, George W, 
Cram at the age of 85 stepped out of 
Sing Sing prison this week, had his fini 
automobile ride, took his first journey 
m an electric train and then saw New 
York for the first time since 1894.

Warden Osborne received from Gov­
ernor Whitman a full pardon for the 
aged prisoner. He might have started 
from the prison Monday, but he was de­
termined to shake hands with every one 
of the 1700 inmates and indeed they 
insisted upon that—and he could not fin­
ish the job quickly.

On the way down in the train he 
philosophized.

“I was a small boy back in 1840 and 
was traveling with my family on a Miss­
issippi steamboat between New Orleans 
and St. Louis. I wandered away from 
my mother and stood near where some 
gentlemen were playing poker. There 
were always big games on the boats. In 
this one was Henry Clay, then the great­
est of the senators. He picked me up 
and showed me how to play his poker 
hand for him. He had a glass of wine 
beside him, and he put this to my lips 
and gave me a sip of it. I guess I was 
only 9 or 10 years old. I never will for­
get the scolding my mother gave me, 
when she heard about the wine.”
