Bell, Gibbons, 
Southerland and Leadbetter lined up for 
the first heat. Several false starts were 
made and finally when the pistol did 
go off Gibbons had beaten it by about 
ten feet. The other three leaped for­
ward and then stopped and came back 
to the line contending that Gibbons, who 
kept skating the distance, had made a 
false start. After considerable discus­
sion the judges awarded the heat to 
Gibbons saying that once the starter fir­
ed the pistol and the men got away from 
the starting line the race was on.

The time in all of the events, barring 
the final of the quarter mile, was slow 
owing to the loafing tactics of the skat­
ers at the beginning of the races, when 
they kept working for positions.
