America’s Note to Germany

‘Washington, May 12 — The
United States, in a note to be sent
to Germany tomorrow, demands 2
guarantee that there will be no
further attacks by submarines on
merchant ships carrying non-tom-
batants. It serves notice also that
full repagation..willibe sought for
she loss of more than 100 Ameri-

an lives in the sinking of the

usitania, and for other violations
bf American rights in the sea
kones of war. !

‘While no indication is given of
the steps to be taken by the United
Btates in the event of an unfavor-

ble reply, the note informs the
German government that the Am-
erican government will leave noth-
ing undone, either in diplomatic
representation or other action, to
ohtain a complianee with its re-
* quests. ‘

No changes were made in the
essentials of the communication as
formulated Sunday by the presi-
dent and approved by the cabinet
YVesterday.

The United States points out
that it never admitted Germany’s
right in the submarine war zone
declaration, and warbed the im-
perial government that it would be
held to a ‘“strict accountability’’
for attacks on American vessels or
lives. A strict accounting, there-
fore. is now asked from Germany.

The usual financial reparation
will be sought, although Germany
'is in effect reminded that no rep-
aration can restore the lives of
those sacrificed in the sinking of
the Lusitania and other ships.

Expressions of regret may com-
ply with the legal precedents; but
they are valueless unless accom-
panied by a cessation of the prac-
tices endangering the lives of non-
combatants.

The right of neutrals to travel
any point of the high seas, on neu-

tral or belligerent merchantmen, is
asgerted. . =i

In the name of humianity and
international law,> the United
States demands a guarantee that
these rights will be respected and
that there be no repetition of at-
tacks on merchan§men carrying
non-combatants; - ~

The point i made that notice of
an intention to do an unlawful act
neither justified nor legalized it.

The suggestion is conveyed that
the German government, of course,
could not have intended to destroy
innocent lives, and that conse-
quently the German - submarine
commanders must have misunder-
stood their instructions. The Am-
erican government *‘indicates  its
hope that this will be found to be
true, and a cessation of the unlaw-
ful practices thereby will result.

In conclusion, Germany’s atten-
tion is called to the earnestness of
the government and people of the
United States in this situation. It
is made plain that the United
States will leave nothing undone,
either in diplomatic representation
or other action to obtain a com-
pliance by Germany to the request
made.
. The note throughout is couched
in friendly terms, but is unmistak-
ably firm.

‘Washington, May 12—The Ger-
man embassy tonight notified by
letter and telegraph, newspapers
in all of the larger cities of the
United States to discontinue the
publication of its advertisement
warning Americans against trans-
atlantic travel on belligerent ships.

No reason for discontinuing the
advertisement is given in the let-
ters and telegrams, but it was
stated at the embassy tonight that
it was considered to have been
sufficient.

His Letters Home Have Been In-
spiration to Patriotism and Should
Stir up Others to Join the Fight
in the Cause of Right—Extracts'

From One ;

Leon Archibald, of Wolfvile, N. S, a
graduate of Acadia, was wounded at
Ypres. Friends in St. John are anxious-
ly awaiting further word and naturally
hope that it will be favorable, Mr.
Archibald was in civil engineering work
in Regina when the call to arms came,
and he was among the first to join the:
corps of guides. He went from Val-
cartier with the first Canadian contin-
gent. When the corps of guides ' was
broken ip, he and others from Regina |
joined F Company, 2nd Infantry Brig- |
ade, 5th Battalion, training as scout bat- |
talion, and continuing enginéer work. He |
was so serving when wounded. His let-
ters to his mother have been an inspira-
tion for patriotism. !

The following are extracts from a let-
ter by Mr. Archibald to his mother, Mrb.i
Rachel deWolfe Archibald, Wolt‘villc,;
and are of particular interest at present. |
He wrnics:—

England, Salisbury Plain,
Lark Hill, Jan. 27th, 1915.
Dear Mother:—

Yours and sister’s letters of the 8th
and 12th received yesterday together
with clippings.

Before 1 go farther will explain delay
of letter last week, for I appreciate just
how anxious you and all are to know
what is happening over here.

For two weeks solid “work” has been
our middle name, Sunday and Monday.
Today is our first let-up and all are
making use of it, as am I, to get off de-
layed letters. This has been each day's
programme:

Up -* 580 a. m, then rifle ranges or
manoeuvring of some kind until dark.
Return to huts for supper, and an hour's
rest, after which we have gone for a
route march in heavy marching order,
and in some instances have not return-
ed until eleven or twelve p. m. Yester-
day was to see thie completion of this |
order, so we put a flashy finishing touch
on the two weeks’ strenuous work by!
going out last night and staying until |
nine a, m. today. All of which is cal-
culated to make us “fit” and if anyone|
should be at all sceptical, and needs con- |
vincing as to whether the above routine |
is capable of producing a physically “fit”,
condition, T merely suggest that he try
it. Personally I never felt better in my |
life, and although when yesterday we.
were informed that we would make a!
bivouag for the night, we were inclined
to gruthble a little at the prospect of
carrying two blankets plus a rubber
sheet extra, all day, making the same our |
bed, and in the open; yet this morning
I scarcely remember of going to bed, so!
well did I sleep. |

At about 9.30 p. m.,, when the day’s,
manoeuvring had ended, Smith and I
hunted out a lowlimbed balsam under
which we spread our sheets, right on the |
fullen needles, this, after the boards of
the huts, felt like an Ostermore. '

I do not remember having slept or rest- |
ed better in my life, and the thoughts of |
another such, or many more, hold no |
terrors for me, We rolled out at 5.30 zl.l
m. and after a breakfast partially pl'E—E
pared by ourselves, started back for|
camp. Have just finished dinner, and

This old British na-
tion, as a nation, has never committed a
mean act in all its yeams, and what’s
more the term “English fair play” stands
for fairness with a big *F.” There’s an
expression quite prevalent over here, and

|it’s just what anyone might expect of a

bull-dag when he knows he must fight,
and it is: “Let ’em all come!”

Germany openly defied the world; and
1 know that even had Russia and France
not been involved, England would be
alone on the job today, and would stay
there to the last breath, and all for a
promise given to a weaker power.

The old countryman may be self-
opinionated, slow, as we choose to think,
and if inclined to live in the rut that his
great-grandfather did, he’lll do it; but
there’s one thing he can do, better than
anyone else in the whole world, and that
is, fight; and the odds are immaterial.

“Be sure yourre right, then go ahead”
has been Great Britain’s policy ever since
Someora wound the clock, and anything
that a semi-biased person or nation may
say or do, will never change her actions
one jota.

The Americans are, apparently, greatly
agitated over the outcome of what is
practically an attempt to send contra-
band of war to a country at war with
Great Britain. Their press devotes page
after page to this subject, while on this

|side even the letter that President Wil-

son sent to our parliament on the mat-
ter of molesting American ships, re-
ceived about a half column, and the com-
ments on same were away in back page.
Millions of good American people are
lamenting the horribleness of the present

Civilians are
used, and the way they go about things
strikes us as unique, and particularly
amusing,

course to pursue, keeping this up for
five minutes, when two Canadians (sol-
diers) happened along. One of them
sized up the s%tuation, and inquired of
the gang why \they did not pick it up
and carry it out of the mud. They re-
plied that it was too heavy. Whereupon
the Canuck called back his chym, put
him on one end of the pole, taking the
other himself. The pole was lashed to
the cart, which was not noticed until the
“whole works” was seen to rise out of
the mud, and proceed about fifty feet to
dry land. I watched the expression on
the laborers’ faces,.and, believe me, they
are still wondering how it happened.
Every day this goes on, and the sight
of twenty men, strung out on a rope
pulling a push cart with a small tele-
phohe pole on it, is not the only enter-
tainment we have. It all goes down in
the “dere diery,” and some day you will
see and hear about it.

Here’s hoping that all our troubles
‘Fold up their tents like the Arab and
silently steal away.”

Am as healthy as a horse, and am go-
ing to stay that way, so do mot worry
about'me. Remember me kindly to all
the friends, with love to you and sister,
(she is a brick and a treasure, I assure
you.)
