R. H- McKay of New Glasgow, who 
was recently appointed a director of 
the C. N. R., arrived in the city today 
en route to his home after a short trip 
to Boston and Providence. Referring 
to the various C. N. R. problems, Mr. 
McKay said that he was not in a .posi­
tion to discuss them at present as he 
pointed out he was gazetted to this 
office only about a month ago and he 
had not a very thorough grasp of his 
new work as yet. /

Concerning conditions in Nova Sco­
tia, Mr. McKay said that the steel and 
coal mining industries were not very 
busy at present and said that this 
affected the general prosperity of the 
province. The apple crop and'the in­
creased price for fish should help con­
ditions this fall.

While in the eastern states, he said 
he had been pleased at the numerous 
words of commendation he had receiv­
ed from tourists who had visited these 
provinces during the last few years. 
He said that they were unanimous in 
their praise of the roads and their 
treatment while here. There was a 
slump in business at present in the 
states, he noticed, but declared that 

l the people expected a sharp revival 
following the election next month.

Mr. McKay said that he expected 
that his duties would often bring him 
to St. John. He left on the afternoon 
train for his home in New Glasgow.
