Paris, March 80—The French govern-
ment has notified Switzerland - that it
must insist upon suppression of the free
economic zones set up by the treaty of
1815. as well as the neutral military zone
provided for in the treaty of Vienna.

It is understood the Swiss government

is willing to consent to the abolition of
the neutral zone as stipulated in the
treaty of Versailles, but will resist abro-
gation of the privilege of dealing, free
from customs duties, in the two small
strips” of Frénch territory morth and
south of Geneva.

This privilege was the subject of a
treaty between France and Switzerland
in 1881. The French government con-
tends it is an illogical and unjust favor
‘| accorded Switzerland without compen-
sation, and that the treaty of Versailles
gives France the right to abrogate it, as
well as the neutral military zone.

Discussion of the matter has reached
an acute stage and a law is about to be
introduced in the chamber of deputies,
extending the French custom line to
France’s political frontier.
